Abstract

Local government is connected with the management of local affairs through local
bodies that are representative of local residents’ will. A basic characteristic of local
government is the autonomy of its units with regard to the central administration. Its role
is to upgrade and improve conditions of each unit. This role is materialised by practising
its corresponding responsibilities. The institution of local government faces long-
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standing, essential problems, which are largely connected with lack of finance and with
the concession of responsibilities. Several institutional and reforming efforts have taken
place up till now which have aimed at local government effective and successful
operation. Most noteworthy of all is considered to be the program "Ioannis
Kapodistrias". Despite the fact that this program aims at facing lasting administrative
weaknesses of local government’s units, it has caused great reaction within local societies.
The aim of this article is to present the institutional physiognomy and historical course of
local government.

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Abstract

This essay examines 1434 cases of M&As in Greece since 1990 till June 2007. These
1434 cases have been filtered and identified the enterprises that are listed in ASE and have
involved in M&A in that period. The result is 309 target companies and 528 bidding
companies. The main aim of this paper is to identify the abnormal returns that are created
for target and bidding Greek companies. Also, identifies if the investors distinguish large
bidding companies and small bidding companies, large bidding companies that have
acquire other Greek companies from the same sector or different sector creating different
abnormal returns. Furthermore identifies the abnormal returns and differences between
large target Greek companies and small target Greek companies as well as small and large
target companies that acquired by domestic companies or foreign companies.

The research shows that the last two "waves" of M&As in Greece with different
characteristics in legal cover and investors attitudes cause to Greek Bidding companies
different mathematical sign for CAAR from Greek Target companies. Moreover this
mathematical signs differ even when the two waves of M&As are peaking. Also another
apocalyptic conclusion is that Greek bidding companies during the last wave of M&As
and specifically the last 3 years, occurred positive AR instead of negative AR and positive
AR for Greek target companies in contrast to other European countries. Greek market
has similar AR with those AR of southeast Europe as well as with developing markets of
east Europe.

1. Introduction

The aim of this assignment is the research and the analysis, of the grade of investor’s
respond to the publication of the news about Merges and acquisitions activity of their
companies. This assignment is an event study, based on secondary data of the Greek
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market from the year 1990 to 2007. The process, which is used, is quantitative, as the
dissertation analysing the abnormal returns that are occurred in stock prices of Greek
companies, after the announcement of the merger or acquisition.

More specifically, the objective of this research is to identify if abnormal returns are
formed in stock prices of Greek companies few days before and few days after the
announcement of a merge or acquisition. Moreover, to uncover answers about how is
possible to measure this behavior of investors, mirroring into the market by causing daily
abnormal fluctuations to the stock prices few days before and few days after the
announcement. How much is the daily values of these abnormal return in Greek
companies. Why it exists the phenomenon of companies that involve in M&A, as a bidder
and as target companies, to have different returns instead of having the same trend in
returns. What are these values for Greek acquirers and target firms and if they are differ
through the years what cause these differences (Michael H. Kutner, Christopher J.
Nachtsheism, John Neter, William Li, 2005).

Also, how much is abnormal returns when in merges or acquisitions are involved
mega-overseas companies like American, German or French companies. Furthermore,
how much is the abnormal return when the bidding company and the takeovers have a
Greek origin and if finally there are differences, why these differences exist. Another
research question is to examine if the Greek market is efficient and regulated market by
having zero or very close to zero, abnormal returns few days before the publication of
announcement or not (Arnold, 2005).

Besides, according to the results above, to identify what are the changes through the
years in the Greek market and how these changes relays in investor’s behavior, measured
by abnormal returns. As well as what factors cause this anomalies of abnormal returns.

2. Literature Review

The aim of literature review is to examine the findings of previous researches in
merges and acquisitions so, the results to become a benchmark and guidance to the
current research in M&As in Greece. Moreover, to briefly mention the theoretical parts
of M&As, market efficiency hypothesis theory as well as mathematical models in order to
understand better the findings of current research for the Greek market.

Chapter two is allocated in five parts; regulations for M&As in Greece; Historical
background of M&As in Greece; The aims and the motives of takeovers; efficient market
hypothesis; evidence of abnormal returns in other countries.

The regulation of merges and acquisition in Greece and furthermore, the legislation
system in Greece for M&As through the time is very important to analyse. The perpuse
of this analysis is to observe the correlation of the development of Greek law system in
M&A with the development and the increase of the volume of merges and acquisitions as
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well as the market efficiency (Kyriakides Georgopoulos & Daniolos Issaias, 2007). The
Historical background of M&As in Greece is linked part with the previous, because
hypothetically presents the volume of M&As through the years as waves. The size of the
waves might be related with the changes in law or stock markets uptrend movement.
Furthermore, in conclusion, in chapter five, it is going to be examined if this progress of
the law is relevant or irrelevant with the M&As in Greece (Vasilis Papadakis, 2002).

Then is going to be given a quite general and very briefly overview of the motives of
M&As (Eiteman, Stonehill, Moffett, 2007). In addition, it will be try to give a possible
explanation why an offshore company decides to invest in Greek market by acquiring or
merging a Greek company (Vasilis G. Makrakis, 2005). Then there is a briefly explanation
of the theory of efficiency market hypothesis, as well as an illustration of a real example
of this theory from one Greek company after the publication of one important
announcement (Eddie McLaney, 2003).

Finally the last part of chapter two is the evidence of abnormal returns in other
countries, such as, UK, Mexico, Europe, and USA.

2.1 Regulation for M&As in Greece

The historical background on the legislation level in Greece moves back in 1920 with
the law 2190/1920 (Greek Government Gazette, FEK (A-37), Law 2190/1920). The Law
2190/1920 was the first written law which describes the legal formation of the companies,
especial the Public Limited Companies, the rights and the liabilities of the shareholders.
During that time the law was relatively basic but was very satisfactory for the needs in
Greece of that time.

The first law which supports activities in Merging and Acquisition is the law 3190/1955
article 54-55 (Greek Government Gazette, FEK (A-91), Law 3190/1955). The economy
of Greece during that period was very poor and there was a lack of money market
liquidity to support M&As. M&As were occurring between family-owned companies or
between public limited companies which the main shareholders were only one or two
physical persons (Vasilis Papadakis, 2002). The law 1297/1972 stopped the M&As
activities between some specific and vital sectors in Greek economical life. The law
1297/1972 was fully harmonised with ideological political part in Greece of that time
completely different with other western countries (Kyriakides Georgopoulos & Daniolos
Issaias, 2007).

The year 1981 is a mile stone year for Greece. Greece has applied in 1979 to join
European Community and managed to become the 10th member state in 1981. It is
important year because since then the entire culture of Greece in the way of doing and
organise things, has fully changed according to the rules of Luxembourg. As a result, a new
important law for M&As has been voted. The new law was given the motivation to
individuals for the formation of larger companies in Greece; it was the law 2166/1993
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(Greek Government Gazette, FEK (A-137), Law 2166/1993). Since then many changes
have happed to the Greek economy, as an answer to the threats of the new age.
Especially, after the communism collapse, in order Greece to modernise and to become
wealthier and stabilise economy in the Balkan area (Vasilis Papadakis, 2002).

The first large in size and domestic in origin, merge had taken place in the banking
sector. So the law 2515/1997 comes in force to assist and to specify the legal process for
the banking merges. Furthermore, the law 2992/2002 provided new motives for the
investment abroad and Greek companies to become international (Kyriakides
Georgopoulos & Daniolos Issaias, 2007).

All these changes had come with the assistance of Hellenic Republic Capital
Commission (HCMC), entity of public law which provided the information to the law
maker about what the companies’ need in order to become competitive and wealthier.
HCMC, under the law 3371/2005, which was harmonised with the Directives of the
European Union, managed to become powerful organisation by the assistance of Greek
parliament and took the basic role of Greek Stock Market supervisor (Kyriakides
Georgopoulos & Daniolos Issaias, 2007). The main goal of HCMC is the legislation
enforcement in order to protect the rights of investor and the market to become more
efficient. As a result, according to regulatory decision 19 of the Board of Directors of the
Hellenic Republic Capital Commission (approved on January 15, 1999) for the companies
that are listed in Athens Stock Exchange (ASE) are obliged to obey some rules when they
willing to merge or acquire other companies (Regulatory Decision 19 of the Board of
Directors of the ASE, 1999).

Especially, when a company which is listed in ASE and willing to be merged or be
acquired with unlisted company then the listed company should proceed to capital
increase while publishing a statement and delivering it to Hellenic Republic Capital
Commission (Kyriakides Georgopoulos & Daniolos Issaias, 2007).

The law 3371/2005 was formed to secure shareholders rights and to put in order the
chaotic situation of the Greek market till 1999. Also, the law 3340/2005 made to protect
the capital market from abuse of privileged information and market manipulation which
was made the market inefficient. Recently, in 2006 the EU directive about M&As, EC
Directive 2004/25, transported and become Greek law under the law 3461/2006
(Kyriakides Georgopoulos & Daniolos Issaias, 2007).

2.2 Historical Background of M&As in Greece

The trend of the volume of Merges and Acquisitions that took place through the years
are known as waves of M&As. While, USA and the rest of European countries were
realising the 7th or 8th wave of M&As, Greece was just approaching the 3rd wave (Vasilis
Papadakis, 2002).

The first wave in Greece was at the end of 1980s begging of 1990s. As it is already
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known, Greece has join EU that means a revolutionary change in every kind of sector,
such as economical sector and legislation system.

The general idea of European Union was the complete harmonisation between the
countries members, more or less in every economical aspect and of course in respect in
differences in cultures. So, Greece should adopt the new European direction about M&As
through the domestic legislation system. As a result, the law 2166/1993 of 1993 was giving
the motivation and the legal directions for the companies to expand their businesses
choosing the strategic movement of a merge or acquisition (Zarotiadis, G and Pazarskis,
M 2003).

Consequently, the first wave, started to waken in the middle of 1990s, till the end of
the same decade a new wave bigger than before started to taken place, until few years
after the Stock Market crisis in Athens. Few years later, since 2004 third wave is
happening having the same powerful as the second (Vasilis Papadakis, 2002).

According to Subhash & Mathur (1989) the volume of M&As is increasing during
uptrend momentum in Stock Markets. The reason that could be given is that companies
taking the chance of this uptrend momentum and the enthusiasm of investors to withdraw
the needed capital from the market to finance their strategic idea. During downtrend of
Stock market, very few investors becoming brave to invest their money. Most of them
are tend to follow more conservative investments, away from the already full of risks
stock market. As a result companies during that period are facing difficulties to raise the
necessary funds from the market in order to be come reality their plans of expanding their
business through M&A. So, M&A is postponed till the next euphoria in the market. As
a consequence, these waves are peaking when stock markets index peaks (Subhash &
Mathur, 1989).

2.3 The aims — motives of takeovers

The general goal of managers is to maximise the company’s shareholders wealth.
Shareholders akin to maximise their profits in a short — mid term period and for them it
is unacceptable if the managers do not fulfill these tasks. They dislike their investment to
perform and to become profitable after long period because this means that they capture
their funds in a bear company while there are alternative investments more profitable.

Consequently, managers choose the path of merges or acquisitions for the firm for
variety of reasons. Actually there are so many reasons that it is necessarily to segment
them in groups, to become more understandable. The most important are segmented to
synergy, managerial motives and third party motives (Arnold, 2005).

Synergy is when two firms come together via M&A. Then value is created and
shareholder’s wealth is maximising. As a result, synergy is expressed by the following
equation
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PV,, =PV, + PV, + gains

PV, = discounted cash flows of company AB
PV, = discounted cash flows of company B
PV, = discounted cash flows of company A

A merge or acquisition is characterised as successful when gain is created and
shareholder’s wealth is growing. To create a gain the bidding company should pay lower
amount of money of the actual value of the target firm. Sometimes stock market, through
the law of demand and supply of stocks, could undervalue a company so that company
easily could be a target company. The next step for the bidding company is to pay
reasonably higher price from the current market value of the target firm to the
shareholders. But this price to be lower price of estimated fair value of the company. With
synergy, the new formed company succeeds to minimise the cost through economies of
scale and as a result the profit is maximised too (Arnold, 2005).

The motive for a company to adopt the idea of a merge or acquisition with the other
company is to enter in a new market which before was impossible. The result from this
act is the new formed company to have bigger market stake, to become leader in the
market. So the firm easily could control the selling price of producing product or service
and set them according to their needs (Arnold, 2005). Many companies based their
strategy to diversification as a way to minimise the risk. As an effect, they have chosen
companies from different sectors, so incase of weakness in profitability of one sector
could not effect the consolidate profitability of the new merged company. More to the
point, firms could look for different enterprises in different countries so the risk will be
diversified respectively (Suk H. Kim and Seung H.Kim, 2006).

Nonetheless, there are pragmatic managerial motives in a potential merger or
acquisition. Managers, in bigger scale from the simple employer, are judged daily for their
performance in the firm. It looks like a daily fight in business arena and only one is the
survivor. The worst scenario is their firm to be acquired form other bigger company, so
consequently, in indirect or direct way finally they are sucked out from the leadership of
the firm. As an effect, in order to protect their position, they realise that the best defense
is the attack. Many managers have the strong willing to find out undervalue firms to
acquire them. Choosing this method of expansion and bringing to the company leverage
growing boost, succeeded to become managers in a bigger organisation. This has the result
to require bigger salaries and bonus as the company is bigger and the responsibilities are
respectively bigger too (Eugene F. Brigham, Louis C. Gapenski, Michael C. Ehrhardt,
1999).

This sustain egoism of managers is approaching the Hubris hypothesis. Hubris is a
Greek origin word and explaining this tremendous egoism of managers to succeed even
better from what the company as well as, the society in total, is able to do (Eiteman,
Stonehill, Moffett, 2007).
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All these general motives that have been mention above are generally issued for every
company in every country. Focusing more in Greek market, it could be deployed many
other motives. Geographically, Greece is located in South — East Europe. It is
economically the most developed country in Balkan Peninsula and has stabilised
economy as it has become the 10th EU member. Furthermore, Greece managed to enter
in eurozone as 12th member on January 1st, 2001.

All these factors make Greece attractive for investors and companies. Offshore, big
international companies with large global market share, find the Greek companies
attractive to enter the southeast European market, especially in banking sector. Greek
banks from the last decade managed to become leader banks in the area via acquiring
foreign banks. The leading Greek banks such as, National Bank of Greece, Alpha Bank,
Emporiki Bank, managed to have in their control a respectable amount of brunches in
Bulgaria, Rumania, Turkey, Albania, Serbia, Fyrom and to expand their cliental horizon
(Zarotiadis, G and Pazarskis, M, 2003).

2.4 Efficient Market Hypothesis

The efficiency market hypothesis is a theory which is applied for global stock markets.
Market hypothesis with simple words, describes the react of stock prices when
information is released to the public. The theory is also related to the constructional
substratum of stock market and some of them are; the valid legislation system which
protects the investors, the frequency of the published information, but also the
elimination of the barriers of accessing the information (Arnold, 2005).

According to the theory of efficiency market hypothesis, when information is released
to the public, such as a possible merge, a technological upgrade, net profit duplication,
there is an effect to the stock price of the firm. Taken out from the share price fluctuation
the benchmark market return, then abnormal returns are occurred (Arnold, 2005).

The abnormal returns that are created in stock market when this new information is
released could have four possible options according to the graph 1. The option 1 has the
form which is illustrated on the graph 1, because there is a possibility of a leakage of the
new information to the press with the form of rumor. The investors are taking the risk
and starting to invest slowly to the company. The day zero "0", when the announcement
is formally published by the firm, an over-reaction is noticed to the firm’s share price.
None sells that day and the investors that are willing to buy in any cost are giving
"market" orders, in order to buy the share. For few days the stock reacts like a bubble, as
the price is overstate according to the fair value of the firm. When the dust of the
announcement is sitting down the price of the stock under devalues slowly (Arnold, 2005).

In the second option, abnormal returns are emerging exactly the day that the
information becomes publicly available. Option 3, illustrates an inefficiency market. In
the day zero abnormal returns are created but the price of the stock doesn’t reflect the
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fair value of the company that it should have had after the release of information. Finally
option four, describes an efficient market when seconds after the publicity of information,
the stock price goes directly to the fair price of the stock. This is possible in the totally
efficient market because none investor would like to sell lower than the real value of the
stock after the information released.

2.5 Evidence of abnormal returns from other countries

Previous researches have shown that the stock prices of bidding company may not
realise any gains few days after the publication of the information of M&A. As a result,
bidding companies are not materialising any abnormal return from their stocks. Actually,
evidence proved that in some cases the abnormal return was zero while most of the
bidding companies had even negative abnormal return. More precisely, Gerardo
Dubcovsky and Benjamin Garcia, in their reports for the years 1993 to 1994, had four
variances. The Mexican firms that they were acquirers, the US firms that acquired
Mexican companies, the target Mexican companies and finally the target US companies
(Gerardo Dubcovsky and Benjamin Garcia, 1996).

Surprisingly, according to the table 1, great abnormal returns for the Mexican acquire
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companies, are noticed in the second day before the announcement and the second day
after the announcement. During the announcement day the abnormal returns are negative
to -0.63%. On the other side, the US firms during the announcement day is noticed
+0.65% abnormal returns. The second day before the announcement -0.16% and the
second day after -0.45%, which implies to the theory that acquire companies are realising
negative returns (Gerardo Dubcovsky and Benjamin Garcia, 1996).

In the same research of Gerardo Dubcovsky and Benjamin Garcia, the abnormal
returns in the day of announcement for the target Mexican companies were +2.24% and
respectively, +0.14% the day after. For the US target firms, the abnormal return the first
day of announcement was +4.62% higher than Mexican firms but in the second day they
have been appeared negative abnormal returns, -2.1%. According to Gerardo Dubcovsky
and Benjamin Garcia, this results from the American stock price movements of that
period (Gerardo Dubcovsky and Benjamin Garcia, 1996).

Marina Martynova and Luc Renneboog, made a survey, in 2006, for abnormal returns
in 28 European countries. They calculated cumulative abnormal returns in five ways. 40
days before the release to the public for the information of merges and acquisition, the
zero day which the information has been published. They wanted to see if the efficiency
market hypothesis theory works in the zero day, the result should be zero. They calculated
the cumulated abnormal returns one day before and one day after, as well as five days
before, five days after. Also, they wanted to see in depth the cumulated abnormal returns,
sixty days before and sixty days after.

They conclude in general that the bidders tend to have a very close to zero cumulative
average abnormal return, in compare to target companies which the cumulative abnormal
return is much greater. More specifically, exactly in the zero day, the publication of
announcement of M&A affect on average +0.90% the bidding companies and +9% the
target. They search more days after the publication and the found that for the bidders the
affect was finally on average 0.9% and for the target companies 21% (Marina Martynova
and Luc Renneboog, 20006).

As it is illustrated in the table 3 it is proven the theory that abnormal returns for
bidding companies are zero or even negatives and target firms realising great abnormal
returns. In the sample of Marina Martynova and Luc Renneboog cumulative abnormal
returns for target firms is 18.01% and for the bidding firms -2.94%. In the table they have
in their appendix it is demonstrated that in some countries cumulative abnormal return
was not zero or even negative but it was positive. For example, in Spain, the Spanish
bidding companies realised CAAR 10.13% in 121 days, starting from sixty days before
and ending sixty days after the announcement of M&A. As it is concern the target
companies, all the European target companies were realising positive cumulative
abnormal return with greater number in UK, 35.52% and lower in Belgium, 2.58%
(Marina Martynova and Luc Renneboog, 20006).

Agrawal et al, in his report in 1992, analysing a sample of 937 companies of the USA,
conclude that acquiring companies had cumulative abnormal return -1.53% (Agrawal. A,
Jaffe. J.F, Mandelker G.N, 1992). Parkinson and Dobbins in their report for UK examine
a sample of 190 in UK from the year 1975 till the year 1984. The cumulative abnormal
return for the target company was 7.91% (Parkinson. C, Dobbins. R, 1993).

3. Methodology

The research is an event study based on secondary data. The selection of data includes
the years from 1990 to 2007. The reason that it has been chosen these years were that
includes almost two waves in different chronicle with different external circumstances.

3.1 Data collection

The announcements of merges and acquisitions will be collected from Thomson Data
Stream. The sample includes companies that have been involved in M&As during that
period (1990-2007) and are listed in Athens Stock Exchange (ASE).

According to Thomson Data Stream there are 1434 cases of M&As in Greece through
17 years. Obviously, these 1434 cases are a Bidding companies which acquired one target
company in a specific time. The first problem which occurs for the analysis of data is that
many companies are not listed in Athens Stock Exchange. Unlisted companies make the
computation of abnormal returns more difficult as those companies do not have daily
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stock market prices as they do not trade in ASE. So, the next step after the collection of
the data is to be allocated to listed and unlisted companies. Then, these companies will be
allocated in bidding companies and target companies in each year. The result of this
procedure is, 309 Greek listed target companies have been occurred and 528 Greek listed
Bidding companies for the period 1990-2007. Table 4 and 5 presents in more details these
results.

After that the companies should be allocated according to their size; to large bidding
companies and small bidding companies. As well as, large target companies and small
target companies. Greek target companies should separated to target companies which
their acquirer was a Greek company or foreign company. Large target or bidding
companies are the companies which the total market value is more than 1 billion Dollars.
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On the other hand small companies are the companies that their market value is less than
a billion Dollars. If the amount of small companies which their market value is less than
1 billion Dollars allocated farther in half a billion Dollars then the sample will not be
enough for the comparativeness between the years. So, it is more preferable not to be any
farther allocation.

3.2 Event window

The event window will be 60 days before the announcement day and 60 days after the
announcement day. For the calculation of beta "B", which is going to analytically
explained later on, the event study stretches to 240 trading days before the announcement
day (t=0).

There is a reason that is chosen as event window to be 60 days before and 60 days
after. According to researches, the period of 60 days (2 months) before is unaffected by
any leaks to the press for any potential merger or acquisition (Marina Martynova and
Luc Renneboog, 2006).

3.4 Calculation of Abnormal Return

In efficient market, the zero day or otherwise the day of announcement to the public
of a merge or acquisition, the share price of the company which is involved in it, stays
constant, giving abnormal return equal to zero. But actually what is abnormal return?
Abnormal return is defined as the differences between the real stock return of the
company and the expected return of the same company. This definition could be
illustrated by the assistance of the following formula (Marina Martynova and Luc
Renneboog, 2006);

According to mathematical formula, Equation 1, abnormal return (AR) of a stock "I"
in a time "t" is equal with the difference of the return of the stock "i" in the time "t" and
the expected Return "Riit of the stock "I" in the time "t". (Gurvinder Brar, Daniel
Giamouridis, Manolis Liodakis, November 2006).

The equation above is divided in two parts the real or actual return of the stock and
the expected return of the stock. The actual return of the stock is the result of the
difference of the ending stock price and the beginning stock price plus the distributed
dividend and all this result divided with the beginning stock price. Mathematically is
illustrated as follows (Richard Pike and Bill Neale, 2003);

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The second part of the equation 1 is known as expected return of the stock or adjusted
market risk.. The expected return is adopted from the Capital Asset Pricing Model theory
(CAPM) which is illustrates the linear relation of the risk and the return (Arnold, 2005).

The expected return is equal with the risk free rate plus beta times the average risk
premium for the share. The average risk premium is the expected return "Rm" minus the
risk free rate (Arnold, 2005). In other words, the expected return is equal to the return
required by the market for a risk less investment plus a risk premium (James C. Van
Horne and John M. Wachowicz, JR, 2005).

As risk free rate "Rf" it could be use any kind of investment which is risk-less.
Therefore, the risk free rate for Greece could be the Greek Bond from the years 1990 to
2007. As beta "B" is the slope of the linear (security market line) which illustrates the
relation of the return for each risk which the investor is willing to take. It is chosen for
"Y" the range of daily returns of the shares for one year, 240 active trading days excluding
weekends and days off. It is chosen for "X" the range of daily returns of the ATHEX for
one year, 240 trading days (Michael H. Kutner, Christopher J. Nachtsheism, John Neter,
William Li 2005).

The mathematical formula for the calculation of "beta" is illustrated in the equation 4
above (Michael H. Kutner, Christopher J. Nachtsheism, John Neter, William Li 2005);

Equation 4 says that beta is equal with the ratio of range of the sample "n" times the
sum of "xy" minus the multiplication of the sum of x with the sum of y. The nominator is
divided with the range of the sample "n" multiplied with the sum of squared x minus the
squared sum of y.

The average risk premium is equal with the return of the market "Rm" minus the risk
free. During the procedure of calculation another problem is occurred. The problem is
which index should be used for the calculation of market return. Each firm that is involved
in M&As is belonging in one or more indexes of the stock market according to the total
market value of the company. As a result it will be mistaken if it is considered for
calculation of beta or "Rm" different indexes and then these results to compare to each
other. The reason is most of the Indexes are insignificant to each other as they are
containing big companies (FTSE20), medium capitalisation companies (FTSE40) or small
companies such as FTSE80. Furthermore, there are even indexes for each industry, such
as telecommunication or banking industry. The most representative index which exists is
ASE is the Index of ATHEX (General Index of Athens Stock Exchange).

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Eventhough, it is been used ATHEX Index for the estimation of "Rm" and beta again
it is not 100% accurate. The reason is that ATHEX is using 60 companies and not all listed
companies of ASE which is around 330. So it would be proper the construction of an index
which could contain all the Greek listed companies. The methodology and the calculations
will be easy by the use of Microsoft office Excel. As it is known all market values of all
listed firms from 1990 till 2007 then it is easy to follow the above mathematical formula
for the construction of the Index (equation 5).

Where MV is Market value and W is the Weight of each stock. Then for the daily
return it is jugged as necessary the use of the equation 6. The results could be expressed
in 100 bases, starting with a 100 units, the first trading day of the year 1990. The graph of
this Index will be as follows; graph 3

The Rm is calculated with the same method as the actual return of the stock. In this
case, instead of stocks is the General Index of Athens Stock Exchange. So, reforming the
equation 2, it is generated the following equation (equation 6)

According to equation 6 market return Rm is the result of the difference of the ending
price of the index (Pm, t) the beginning price of the Index (Pm, t-1) dividend and all this
result divided with the beginning price of the Index (Pm, t-1). Equation 3 could be
reformed as follows (Michael H. Kutner, Christopher J. Nachtsheism, John Neter, William
Li 2005);

Calculating the expected return according to equation 7, another mathematical
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problem is occurred which could drive the research to wrong results and finally to wrong
conclusion. Very correctly, in equation 7, risk free has been adjusted instead of alpha "a".
It has been already mentioned that equation 7 is linear. Also, alpha — Risk Free, is the yield
of 10 years Greek Bond. So, all these 10 years Bond yield should be applied to all stocks
till the Bond yield should change. Mathematically this is mistaken. The reason is that
mathematical alpha "o"is different for each stock so using the same "a" for all stocks the
result is false. Mathematically the formula which calculates alpha is illustrated below in
equation 8 (Michael H. Kutner, Christopher J. Nachtsheism, John Neter, William Li 2005).

This formula says that alpha is the difference between the expected value of "Y" and
the multiplication of beta and expected value of "X". It is chosen for "Y" the range of
daily returns of the shares for one year, 240 active trading days. It is chosen for "X" the
range of daily returns of the ATHEX (more details in the following page) for one year,
240 trading days. For the needs of this research and to reach the right conclusion equation
9 is essential tool for the calculation of alpha. Besides, many researchers are using the
same technique and avoid using instead of alpha the ten years Bond yield (Martynova,
Marina and Renneboog, Luc, January 2006). As a result for expected return should be
used equation 8 which is as follows (Michael H. Kutner, Christopher J. Nachtsheism, John
Neter, William Li 2005);

One more problem which is created during the current method of estimation of
Abnormal Returns is that the usage formula does not include any actual change of the
stock, like stock split or even reverse split. Moreover, it does not include the dividends
and interim dividends that are distributed to the investors. Consequently, the results could
be again misleading. A formula which is able to solve this problem is called Return Index
(RI), which adjusts the daily share prices and the distributed dividends. The formula is
illustrated above in equation 10.

3.5 Cumulative Average Abnormal Return

Calculating the abnormal returns for each company is created the need to concentrate
together all the results of each year in order to give valuable information. As a result the
formula which could be needed is the equation 11

3.6 Hypothesis test

After the results have been found it is essential to test them if those results are reliable
or not and what is the statistical error. There are many statistical programs which could
provide to researcher the suitable assistance. Some of those programs are S-Plus 2000 and
SPSS. The statistical program which covers the needs of current research is SPSS (Vasilis
G. Makrakis, 2005).

4. Results

This chapter demonstrates the results of the analysis and combines them with the
theory of Market efficiency as well as compares them with the results of abnormal returns
from other researchers.

4.1 The last "waves" of M&As in Greece

According to Thompson Data Stream, the value of the companies in Greece that they
have been merged or acquired have two peaks. Table 10 illustrates the results from
Thomson data stream:

It is obvious that before 1997 the value of M&As in Greece were very small
comparing with the years that are going to follow. In addition, the changes in laws about
M&As and in parallel the great euphoria which flourished in ASE helped the enterprises
in Greece to expand through M&As. Therefore, in 1999 ATHEX achieved a historical
high peaking around 6400 carrying along the total volume of M&A in Greece with the
value 12,216.22 million Dollars.

The following years 2000 — 2005 the value of M&As declined. The reason was the
general global economical situation which follows the stock markets into crisis and
minimise the share prices of companies, especial those in high technology sector.

The value of M&As in Greece in 2006 reached to a new peak at $14,115.04 million,
following the new euphoria of the Greek Stock Market. Graph 4 presents the values of
M&As in Greece from 1990 till June 2007.

4.2 Target Companies

The sample of listed Greek companies which have been acquired by foreign and
domestic origin companies are in total 309. For some firms it has been occurred the
problem of luck of data as a result it was unfeasible the evaluation of abnormal return.
The number of those firms with missing data or not enough data was 38. As a result these
companies were not included in the sample. Consequently, the sample minimised to 271
companies.

The event window of the current research is 121 trading days, 60 days before the
announcement of M&A and 60 days after the announcement.

On table 11 is illustrated the cumulative average abnormal returns (CAAR) of all
target companies for all years for the periods of -1 to +1 days, -60 to -2 days, +2 to 0 days,
-5 to 45 days, -60 to +60 and finally the event day.

According to the theory, an efficient market is not occurred any abnormal returns, as
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all the investors are having the same information in the same time and the investors are
reacting immediately according to the kind of the announcement. But this theory could
be a utopia as a perfect market does not exist all over the world. The only think that exists
is less efficient markets and more efficient markets and not the absolute (Arnold, 2005).

According to the findings on table 11 Greek target companies have negative to zero
abnormal returns for the period of one day before and one day after the announcement
day. The only exceptions are the years 2005, 2006 and 2007. According to the findings the
results seems to be completely comparing with the other finding of other researchers.
Only the last three years Cumulative abnormal returns are positive for the period of -1
day and +1 day. On the first sight the results seems to be problematic as they do not
represent the general positive trend for target companies.

Searching more carefully to other researches and more specifically in the research of
Marina Martynova and Luc Renneboog, in 2006, have found abnormal return equal to
+12.28% for the European target companies for the same period and only countries from
eastern Europe (Bulgaria, Croatia, Czech Republic, Cyprus, Estonia, Hungary, Romania)
are having low abnormal returns very close to zero, 0.33%.

So, the results of Greek target companies now seems not to be unrelated, as Greece in
located in South east Europe and the market is smaller than the market of Germany or
France or Italy. But, why the abnormal returns the last three years started to become
positive? What have changed in the Greek Market?

In 2005 new laws came in force (law, 3371/2005), that fully change the field of M&As
in Greece. Law 3371/2005 managed to simplify the procedure, reducing the bureaucracy
and giving motives to the Greek companies to expand through Merger or Acquisition. As
a result, this Law might have an effect to abnormal returns of Greek companies.

Another option that could be defined is that 1995 to 2007 contains two stock market
cycles with two uptrend and one downtrend momentums. Each uptrend momentum has
different forces and market characteristics. Specifically, in 1999 Greek stock market were
less protected by legislation and the euphoria for easy money was common to everybody.
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Consequently, the daily return of ATHEX in 1997-1999 was bigger than the daily returns
in 2005-2007 showing a bigger force in 1997-1999. During downtrend movement few
investors continuing to daily trade till in 2003 the daily volume of ASE completely
minimized. Then ATHEX started to increasing again but the active investor accounts
continued to be less showing that only few people willing to invest in ASE and only to
few companies with very good fundamentals. So, target Greek companies in 2005-2007
are realising more returns than the ATHEX which generates the abnormal returns that is
valuable for the years 2006 +1.95% and 2007 +1.45% for the period -1 to +1. Also the T=0
the abnormal returns in 2005 is +1.11% and in 2006 +2.64%.

Graph 6 and graph 7 illustrate the cumulative abnormal returns for the years 1999 and
2006 respectively for the event period 60 days before and 60 days after the
announcement. In the year 2006 the zero day abnormal return is equal to +2.64% much
greater than the other days of event window.
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It is noticed the same phenomena for the periods -5 to +5 for the years 2006 and 2007
where the abnormal returns are +0.79% and +0.89% respectively. It is more clear the
creation of abnormal returns the three days after the announcement, period O day to +2
days. In 2006 AR is +1.13% and 2007 +1.16%.

For all years, for the period of 60 days to 2 days before the announcement (-60 to -2),
AR tends to be equal to zero which could prove that there were any linkage to the press
of the event and the stock price of the firm followed the trend of the General Index.

4.3 Target small and large Companies acquired by foreign origin
firms

As it has already been mentioned, the sample of target Greek companies is 271 from
the period, 1995 till June 2007. This sample could be farther allocated to companies that
have been acquired by foreign origin companies and were listed in other stock markets
and by domestic companies listed in ASE. A problem that arises is that in some cases
there is no data for the origin of acquirer. So the sample shrinks to 241 firms which 55
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have been acquired by foreign companies and 186 by domestic companies.

It is noticed from the sample that during the wave of M&As in 1999 in Greece, Greek
companies were the major acquirers on the Greek target companies.

One explanation that could excuse this action is that Greek managers possible have
realise the potential "threat" coming from abroad and wanted to enlarge their market
share and to minimise their producing cost by choosing the way of expansion through a
merge or acquisition. As it is illustrated on chapter 2 before 1999 Greek companies had
the idiom to be family-own-companies and basically fully belonging to rich, active in
business, families.

Table 12 presents the sample of Greek target companies that they have been acquired
by Domestic or Foreign origin companies.

So, from 55 Greek target companies which have been acquired by foreign companies,
19 are large companies and 36 are small companies. Domestic origin acquirers preferred
35 large listed companies and 151 small listed companies.

Table 13, presents the Cumulative Average Abnormal Returns (CAAR) of large target
Greek companies, listed in ASE, which have been acquired by foreign companies.
According to the table 13, large target companies are realising negative CAAR the t =0
day in 1998 equals with -1.04%. Almost the same returns are having two days after the
announcement -0.99% as well as the last two months before the announcement -1%.

A possible reason that could be able to excuse these negative abnormal returns is the
characteristics of the Greek market during that days as well as the abnormal euphoria
which was stated in ASE. General Index of ASE from the level of 800 units in 1997
managed to peak in historical high two and a half years later in 6400 units. Investors show
a "special" interest to small companies as they were realising extremely positive daily
returns, casing domino positive effect to the General Index.

An example of this could be the stock price of small size Greek company called
Multirama (MOYAT). Multirama, in 1998 started with the price of 5€ and 9 months later
peaked at € 190. Today the same stock is around 7€.

Large stocks with big daily trading volume were more conservative in stock returns
and in the second long term rally which has started in 2003 lasting till today, managed to
fully recover and in some cases, like Greek Banks, to exceed the historical highs of 1999.
Stocks of small companies never recovered since then. As a result these negative
cumulative abnormal returns for the large target companies could be translated as less
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interesting of the investors for the stocks of that time.

The other years, except 2002 which there was not any information of M&A for a large
target Greek company, till 2004 the CAAR are very close to zero. In 2005 the zero day
CAAR is +0.34% and 2006 +0.75%. It is noticeable that in a period of one day before and
one day after the announcement day, in 2005 CAAR is +0.66% and in 2006 +1.19.

The T-test analysis compares large Greek target companies and small Greek target
companies which both have been acquired by foreign companies with significance 5%
showing the following T-stat over the selected periods. For the period -1 day to +1 the T-
stat is -0.143, for the period -60 day to -2 days the T-stat is -1.432, for the period +2 days
to 0 day T-stat is -0.070, for the period -5 days to +5 days the T-stat is -0.496, for the
period -60 days to +60 days the t-stat is -1.57, finally the day of announcement the T-stat
is -0.407%.

Table 14 presents the small target companies that they have been bought or merged
by foreign companies. According to the data in 1995 the t = O day of announcement of
M&A, abnormal returns are -1.54%. The result is very low and unexpected as the
evidence from other countries presents positive abnormal returns for target companies
and more positive for the small companies as the bidders in order to acquire the company
are able to offer a large amount of money. At first sight the result seems to be very
apocalyptic.

Examining carefully the Greek market during that time, it is concluded that ASE was
indifferent for the majority. The attitude of Greek investors was completely different
from the attitude that is going to follow in the next years.

Also, the total value of M&As was in lower level and the market was unregulated. So,
this negative abnormal return could be very apocalyptic, indeed, illustrating the situation
of that period. A powerful evidence of this option could be the CAAR of the previous days
of announcement. More specifically, in the period -60 days to -2 days, according to
efficient market hypothesis theory it should not be any leak to the press. As a result,
someone could expect to see zero abnormal returns. In fact, the Cumulative average
abnormal return for this specific period is positive. So, considering the above factor, it is
conclude that in case of unregulated market there was a possible leak to the press of the
M&A and abnormal returns have been created before the announcement day. Investors
possibly sell off the zero day in order to realise their profits from the previous days.

Another reason that could be given is that possibly the bidding firms were paying
lower price than the fair value of the target firm, as the market was lucking monitoring.
The following years this situation remains, with abnormal returns very close to zero or
even negative especially the t = 0 day in 1999 which CAAR is -0.99% and 2000 which
CAAR is -0.58%

Positive abnormal returns in t = O day exist in 2005 (the year of the issuance of the
law) where it is +4.59% and 2006 is +1.23%. Additionally, the same period for large
companies abnormal returns where +0.34% and +0.75% respectively. A possible reason
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for this result is that small size companies have started to become more attractive the last
years of the market "rally" which started in 2003. The small size companies were
indifferent for the stock traders. This reason could be proven from the record trading
volume of the stocks.

4.4 Target small and large Companies acquired by Greek firms

From 186 companies that they have been acquired by Greek-domestic companies 35
of them are large and 151 are small companies. Table 15 illustrates the data from
Cumulative Average Abnormal Return.

The results of table 15 are similar with the results of table13. More specifically in 1998
the day of announcement of M&A (T=0) the CAAR is -0.81% and in the same period for
the same year for the large companies that have been acquired by foreign companies the
result is -1.04%.

The difference is only 0.23%, slightly higher for the domestic buyers. As a result the
sample illustrates that investors are indifferent for the announcement of the identity of the
origin of the acquirer.

The only major difference is in the year 2005, also the year of the issuance of the law
bringing changes to the legislation for M&As. In 2005 the day T = 0 the CAAR is negative
to -1.28%. This is paradox, as for the same year the same T = O day for the foreign origin
acquirer the CAAR is +0.34%. A difference of 1.62% exists. Also, 2 days after the
announcement of M&As in 2005 the CAAR is -0.80%.

Examining two days before to the announcement to realise if it was any leak to the
press, the result is +0.18%, very close to zero which means there is not any evidence of
leakage to the press.

The large target companies acquired by Greek companies for the year 2006 and the
half year of 2007 shows that the T = 0 day the CAAR is +1.19% and +1.02% respectively.
Examine again for the leakage to the press of the information for M&A it is obvious that
there was not any leakage to the press 2 days before the announcement till 60 days before,
as the CAAR are -0.13% and -0.02% very close to zero.

Two days after the M&A for the years 2006 and 2007, CAAR are +0.61% and -0.01%
respectively. It presents that for the year 2006 abnormal returns continue to exist for
target companies acquired by Greek companies but for the next year, 2007 abnormal
returns tend to disappear. In this point it could be essential to mention that when
abnormal returns are zero this does not mean compulsory that the return of the stock is
7€T0.

According to the equation 1 on chapter 3, this means that the stock expected return is
equal to the return of the Index. So, in the year 2007 when the CAAR is -0.01% it might
be because the expected return of the stocks follows the same return of the ATHEX as a
result CAAR tends to be zero.
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Table 16 shows the small Greek companies that they have been acquired by Greek
companies. In this sample there are 151 small companies and data exist for the years 1995
till 2007.

According to the data on table 16 as well as the graph 8 below which shows the
annually evolution of t = 0 day, the day of announcement form the years 1995 till 2007,
it is obvious once again that Greek small companies start having abnormal returns in
years 2005, 2006 and 2007.

In those years the abnormal returns for the t = 0 are +1.89%, +5.03% and +0.87%
respectively. Surprisingly, in 2006 the result of abnormal return for the target small
companies is 5.03%. As the matter of fact, small target companies are concentrating the
larger abnormal return from the other cases for the same period (t = 0). Small target
companies that have been acquired by foreign companies managed to have +1.23%.

Very characteristic is that in 2006, two days before the announcement of M&A for the
period -60 days to -2 days, CAAR is very close to zero, specifically +0.14%. Also, two
days after the announcement for the period O days to +2 days, CAAR still remains
positive to +1.94%.

4.5 Bidding Companies

In Greece from 1990 till June 2007, 1434 cases of merges and acquisition have been
announced. From this sample there were 528 Greek acquirers listed in ASE that they are
interested in expanding their businesses by acquiring other Greek companies.

There was an allocation in the sample between Greek bidding companies that they
were large in size or small in size bidding companies. It could not be further allocation as
small companies are impossible to acquire large companies. It is obvious that small
companies if they wanted to expand further more then it would be possible for them to
acquire small size companies. Bidding companies according to their size are divided into
acquiring companies in the same sector or in different sector
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Table 17 illustrates the Cumulative Average Abnormal Returns of 528 companies for
each year. It examines the existence of CAAR in the whole event window which contains
121 trading days (60 days before and 60 days after the announcement). Moreover,
examines the existence of cumulative average abnormal returns (CAAR) for all bidding
companies including all years for the periods: -1 to +1 days, -60 to -2 days, +2 to 0 days,
-5 to 45 days, and finally the event day.

It is very characteristic that Greek bidding companies in general have different
abnormal returns for each year. More specifically in 1997 and 1998 CAAR the day t =0
is -2.41% and -3.74% respectively. Results from other researches for bidding companies
present them having negative abnormal returns.

More specifically, Marina Martynova and Luc Renneboog in their survey in 2006
have computed that CAAR for all European bidding companies is -2.94% for the period
-60 days before the announcement and +60 days after the announcement with significance
5% and T-stat 2.42. According to the current research for the same period (-60, +60), the
CAAR for Greek Bidders was -0.48% in 1997 and -4.44% in 1998.

For the Mexican acquirer firms in the day t = 0, Gerando Dubcovsky and Benjamin
Garcia calculated CAAR to be -0.65%. Agrawal et al, in his report in 1992 for the USA
firms concluded that acquiring companies had CAAR -1.53%. All these results tend to
have a similar negative abnormal return for all bidding companies in every country.

But this is not the rule; Marina Martynova and Luc Renneboog have found that
southern European acquirers firms had positive CAAR abnormal returns. Especially,
Spain for the period -60 to 60 day the CAAR is +10.13%, in Portugal +22.23%, in Italy
+5.04%. In the present survey for Greek bidding companies, CAAR for the years 2005 is
+0.68%, in 2006 +2.02% and 2007 +2.34% at the day of announcement. Abnormal returns
may differ from other external reasons such as the degree of market regulation, the size
(trading volume) of the examined stock market, the introduction of Euro for European
markets and many more.

4.6 Bidding versus Target abnormal returns

Comparing the results from the table 11 which presents the CAAR of Target Greek
companies with the results on table 17 which presents the CAAR of bidding companies,
apparently, with significance 5% and T-stat 0.097, the day of announcement of M&As
bidding and target CAAR have opposite signs. When bidding companies have positive
sign, target companies have negative and the opposite. The only year which is different is
the year 2006, where bidding companies abnormal return is +2.02% and target companies
abnormal return is +2.64%. In contrast, the year 1997 bidding companies had -2.41% and
the target companies had +0.27%.

In both cases CAAR, for the period -60 days to -2 days before the announcement, does
not seem to have any leakage to the press of M&A. Consequently, acquirers and target
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firms> CAAR tend both to be zero per cent, with significance 5% and T-stat 1.104. The
only exception is in 1998 where it seems that there is a leakage, as CAAR for bidding
companies at this period is -4.39%. In contrast, for the target firms the CAAR is -0.33%.

4.7 Large bidding firms acquired firms from different and same
sector

From 528 Greek bidding companies, 69 companies had no data of the daily closing
stock prices. As a result, the sample is 459 companies. The 25.27% of the total sample or
116 companies are large size companies with more than 1$ billion market value.

Afterwards, there is an allocation to large bidding companies that have acquire other
Greek companies from different sector and large companies that have acquire Greek
companies from the same sector. The allocation is 44 and 72, respectively.

Table 18 illustrates the results of CAAR after the allocation of Greek companies which
have bought other Greek companies from the different sector.

These results do not differ so much in compare with the results of all bidding
companies on table 17. Dissimilarity, according to the table 18, is the CAAR for the
period of announcement day t = 0 in 1998 which is -3.74%. At the same year and the same
period, the CAAR for acquirer Greek companies that bought companies from different
sector is positive to +1.60%.

Moreover in 2003 for large bidding companies in the day t = 0 CAAR is -2.07%. For
the period -60 days to -2 days before, does not seem to be any leakage to the press as
CAAR is close to zero, at -0.18%. At the same period in 2003 for all bidding companies,
int =0 day, the CAAR is +0.69% which is much different with the allocated result for large
Greek companies from different sector.

Large difference exists at the last year of research, 2007, where the CAAR for the day
of announcement is +10.04% in contrast to the CAAR of all bidding Greek companies
which is +2.34%. For the period -60 days to -2 days before the announcement day, does
not seem to be any leakage to the press as CAAR for this period is close to zero, -0.29%.
Two days after the announcement, the CAAR is +5.27%. So, it seems to be a small leak
to the press with the form of rumor only one day before, as for the period -1 to +1 days
the CAAR is +16.37%.

As it is known previously and recorded to the survey of Marina Martynova and Luc
Renneboog, south European bidding Companies are appearing to have large CAAR.
Table 19 presents the CAAR for large Greek bidding companies that have acquired
companies from the same sector.

More or less the results for Greek acquirers of Greek companies from the same sector
have the same trend. The only difference is in the year 1999, where the CAAR is +2.29%
comparing with the CAAR of Greek acquirers of Greek companies from different sector
which is +0.19%. The significance is 1% and the T-stat is 1.42. Another difference is in the
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year 2004 with the CAAR for large acquirers to the same sector, being at -2.21%, in
contrast with CAAR from different sector which is +0.26%.

For large acquirers of the same sector, with significance 1% and T-stat -1.632, in the
period -60 days to -2 days the CAAR is +0.10% .

4.8 Small bidding firms acquired firms from different and same sector

As it is already known, from 528 Greek bidding companies 69 companies had no data
for the daily closing stock prices. As a result, the sample is 459 companies. A number of
343 companies are small size companies with less than 1$ billion market value. The
allocation to small bidding firms which have acquired Greek companies from different
sector is 124 and the rest, 219 are small Greek acquirers from the same sector.

The number of M&As of small bidding companies that bought other Greek companies
from the same sector is not surprisingly large. The reason is the management strategy and
risk evaluation. There is already risk for small companies to expand through M&As, but
the risk becomes even bigger when managers decide to acquire firms from different
sectors than the sector that they are specialized and they have more experience. But there
are always some other managers that are accepting the risk and the challenge as bigger
risk is synonymous with bigger profit and decide to acquire firms from different sectors.

Table 20 presents the CAAR for small Greek bidding companies that have acquired
Greek companies from different sector and table 21 shows from the same sector.

From the table 20 it is very characteristic that during the previous waves of M&As in
the period of 1997 - 2000 and before the issuance of the law for M&As of 2005 it seems
to be a leakage to the press for this event. More specifically, in the t = O period for the
years 1997, 1998 and 1999 there are some negative and positive CAAR, as it is -5.68%,
+2.24%, +0.13%, respectively. Looking 60 days to 2 days before the announcement

(-60, -2) of M&A, CAAR are appearing to be greater instead of tending to be zero. In
1997 CAAR is -2.44%, in 1998 CAAR is +0.68% and 1999 CAAR is +1.01%.

An excuse that could explain these results for this period could be the nature of small
companies in Greece. Most of the companies, especially in that period seem to be family
owned business.

So, the spread of the news for the M&A between family members and close friends,
seem to be easy.

During the last wave of M&As in the period of 2003 — 2007, and especially after the
issuance of the new law in 2005, things seem to change once again and the system seems
to be more reliable. In 2003 for the t = 0 period CAAR is +3.35%, in 2005 CAAR is
+4.95% and 2006 CAAR is +0.12%. Looking 60 days to 2 days before the announcement
of M&A, CAAR tends to be zero which guarantees the faction of the law. In 2003 for the
period -60 to -2 days CAAR is +0.05%, in 2005 CAAR is +0.04% and in 2006 CAAR is -
0.29%.
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Somehow the same thing seems to be an issue for the Greek companies that have
bought other Greek companies, active in the same sector. The significance is 5% and the
T-stat for the period t=0 is 0.715 and for T-stat for the period -60 to -2 is 1.292. In 1996
in t = 0 period the CAAR -26.35%, a big loss for the small bidding companies for the first
day of announcement. The same is in 1998 where the loss is -15.63%. Looking -60 days
to -2 days before, the leakage to the press seems to be reality as the CAAR in 1996 is -
26.45% and in 1998 CAAR is -19.57%. The losses appear to be extended even two days
after the announcement (0, +2), as for the year 1996 CAAR is -27.13% and in 1998
CAAR is -18.00%.

During the last wave of M&As of the period 2003 — 2007 before the announcement
day of M&As abnormal returns tend to be zero as in 2003 CAAR is +0.42%, 2005 CAAR
is +0.21%, in 2006 CAAR is +0.10% and 2007 CAAR is +0.04% for the period of -60 to
-2 days.

5. Conclusion

This chapter provides a complete overview of abnormal returns of Greek bidding and
target companies for the years 1990 — 2007. These years contain the last two "waves" of
M&As in Greece. The total volume of M&As in Greece is narrowing related by the
current trend of the Greek Stock Market. When there is uptrend momentum investors are
willing to invest in a higher risk and the firms easily could raise funds from the market. As
a result the volume of M&As is rising too. The opposite is happening when a downtrend
momentum exist in ASE. Investors are not willing to invest in the stock market as they
find the current stock prices riskier and expensive. Enterprises find difficulty in raising
funds and the volume of M&As is declining (Subhash & Mathur, 1989).

It is concluded that is impossible to combine 17 years of data for producing a common
result of CAAR of Greek bidding and Greek target companies. Each year has special
characteristics. First of all, two waves of M&As are involved having different
characteristics. The last-current wave, Greek Market could be characterised as more
mature market. ASE is more regulated and monitored from HCMC, in order to protect
the investor from the speculators as it has the experience of previous mistakes of the
previous uptrend movement in 1997-1999. As a result all these changes had effect the AR
producing different results for each period. Combining all these results and produce a
common for all target and for all bidding companies, it could cause the elimination of
those characteristics giving a wrong conclusion.

So, for target companies abnormal returns that occurs in the t = 0 day seems to be
similar for all years. From 1995 to 2004 the minimum is in 1999 at -0.49% and the
maximum is in 1997 at +0.27%. All these results are moving close to zero prices. Previous
researches have commonly concluded that target companies usually are having large
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positive abnormal returns on the day of announcement. This current research has
abnormal returns very close to zero. This could be enigmatic if the results are significant.
The answer of the accuracy of the results could be crossed by the results of Marina
Martynova and Luc Renneboog, in 2006, where they have concluded that developing
markets such as markets of Cyprus, Bulgaria, Romania, Czech Republic were occurring
similar abnormal returns for target companies equal with +0.33%.

The only change in returns of Greek target companies came after the enforcement of
the new law, (3371/2005), where abnormal returns at the t = 0 day in 2005 is +1.11% and
in 2006 +2.64%. These large positive abnormal returns for the first time started to occur
and moved close to the general abnormal returns of target companies of developed
European and American markets.

The next research question was if there are changes of abnormal returns of Greek
target companies in case of those that have been acquired by Greek origin bidding
company or foreign origin bidding company. Further more, there was an allocation to
small and large target companies.

The conclusion of this, is that large Greek companies which have been bought by
foreign companies in 1998 occurred CAAR equal with -1.04%. At the same year small
target companies that bought by foreign origin companies occurred to have CAAR equal
with +0.11%.

One reason of this existed difference is the peculiarity of Greek market in the years
1997-1999. The share prices in small companies were lower and easier for speculation
than in larger companies. Another reason could be the mathematical calculation of
abnormal return. Daily returns of the index were greater in the period 1997-1999 than the
daily returns of the current uptrend momentum.

Speculation was a daily phenomenon in ASE as from the level of 800 units in 1997
moved to 6400 in 1999. Considering, the preference of investors in small companies
rather than large companies, the returns of large companies were smaller than the returns
of small companies. The return of index was affected by small companies which
mathematically lead to smaller AR for large companies.

The years 1999 till 2004 AR for both, large and small target companies that have been
acquired by foreign origin companies were stayed smaller, very close to zero. For
example in 2001 CAAR in t = 0 day for large companies are +0.08% and for small
companies at the same period is +0.22%. The difference rises again in 2005. In 2005
CAAR for small companies at t = 0 day is +4.59% and for the large companies is +0.34%,
in 2006 the t = 0 day for small companies the CAAR is +1.23% and for large companies
is +0.75%.

The aim of the law 3371/2005 was the investors’ protection from speculators and the
efficiency of the market. The only possible leakage to the press for the M&A and the
usage of this information for speculation could be easily done in small companies, as most
of the small Greek companies are family owned companies. The dynamism of this law
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could be illustrated from the findings, as in the period of -60 day to -2 days before the
announcement small target companies had CAAR equal to -0.83% in 1999 and -0.49% in
2000 in contrast with CAAR of 2005 for the small companies for the same year equal to
+0.06%, in 2006 +0.14% and in 2007 +0.27%.

It is noticed that the results of the Greek target companies that have been acquired by
Greek companies are presenting similar results or similar trends with Greek target
companies that have been bought by foreign companies. Consequently, abnormal returns
show that investors can not distinguish the origin of acquirers of the Greek target
companies. What they differentiate is the size of the target company; if it is a small or a
large size target company.

According to other researches bidding companies are expecting to have zero or
negative abnormal returns. The reason is that investors doubt and feel unsecured about
the expected return of company’s investment through a possible merge or acquisition of
other company. Consequently, it will be expected to find similar abnormal returns from
the Greek bidding companies.

For the same reason as it is issue for the target companies, the estimation of CAAR
should not be one result of the total for 1990-2007. The CAAR is estimated individually
for each year from 1995 to 2007.

From the current findings, it is concluded that when the two waves of M&As are
peaking, they cause dissimilar results of CAAR rather than the same, for Greek bidding
companies. Some external factors that are causing these anomalies in the prices of CAAR
could be the new legislations in 2005. Also, it could be the Olympic Games that took place
in Athens in 2004 which consequently have caused many positive changes to Greek
companies and have stated new facts in Greek economy, while Greek economy has a
great chance to continue developing.

Moreover, it might be the introduction of Greece in 2001 in EuroZone, and the
adoption of Euro as a national currency. Euro is a strong currency which is acceptable
and tradable currency all over the world, comparing with the old Drachma.

Specifically, it has been found that CAAR at t = 0 day is -2.41% in 1997 and -3.74% in
1998. In 2005, 2006 and 2007 for t = 0 day, CAAR is +0.68%, +2.02% and 2.34%,
respectively.

Also the effort of the state to develop the Greek market and to make it more efficient
by issue new laws appears to have results according to the findings. As it is already proven
in target Greek companies the same is issue for Greek bidding companies. In the period
of -60 day to -2 days before the announcement of M&A in 1998 CAAR is -4.39% and in
2000 is -1.32%. Obviously there is a leakage to the press of M&A few days before the
publication.

The years 2005 till 2007 Greek market is found to be more efficient and more mature
whilst it does not seem to be any leakage to the press for M&A. in the years 2005, 2006
and 2007 the CAAR for the period -60 to -2 is estimated at +0.10%, -0.06% and -0.07%,
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respectively. Very close to zero AR returns.

Giving answer to another research question about the effect of Greek bidding
companies which acquire companies from the same sector or not as well as the size of the
bidding company, it is concluded that there is a great difference between large bidding
Greek companies from the same sector and small bidding companies from the same
sector.

More specifically the difference occurs for small bidding companies as in 1996, in t =
0 period the CAAR is at -26.35%, as well as, in 1998 where the loss is -15.63%. Comparing
the large bidding companies for the same sector and for the same period, in 1996 CAAR
is -0.01% and in 1998 CAAR is -0.86%. Also for the small bidding companies seems to be
a leakage to the press as they occurring great negative abnormal returns comparing to the
large bidding companies at the same sector where CAAR are very close to zero. The
reasons that could be found for the leakage of small bidding companies are the
unregulated market as well as the family owned Greek companies listed in ASE.

Also another difference is between small bidding companies and large bidding
companies where small bidding companies during the last wave of M&As occurred
greater CAAR at t = 0 than large bidding companies.

Generally, it has been found that CAAR of Greek Bidding companies have different
mathematical sign from CAAR of Greek Target companies. Moreover this mathematical
signs differ when the two waves of M&As are peaking. Also another apocalyptic
conclusion is that Greek bidding companies during the last wave of M&As occurring
positive AR instead of negative AR in contrast to other European countries and positive
AR for Greek target companies. But these results according to Marina Martynova and
Luc Renneboog, in their essay in 2006 seem to be characteristic results for south-east
European stock markets.
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Abstract

Auditors’ independence is one of the fundamental assumptions of auditing. However,
the basic organisational arrangements of the auditing profession and other related
circumstances pose problems in the area of independence and do not create condi-tions
that support auditors’ independence. Self-regulatory efforts of the profession in UK and
USA occur in response to accounting- and audit-related crises and thus, financial scandals,
such as Enron and WorldCom, are not prevented, while leading audit firms are still being
accused for violating ethics rules. This paper by adopting an agency theory approach
attempts to provide an organisational framework to help understand ‘independence’
based on an economic, as well as, legal interpretation of the accountability relationship
between shareholders and managers. Although many solutions of improving
independence have been suggested and promulgated by the profession and the State,
under the current regulations govern auditing and the structure of the auditing
relationship, independence is virtually impossible. The paper also argues that only
through a radical reorganisation of the industry and examination of the values governing
accountancy firms will the term "auditor independence" accurately describe auditors’
work. And despite the fact that there are cognitive and political barriers to solving the
problems created by conflicts of interest and that it is unlikely that society will ever
entirely eliminate them, deeper understanding of the main source of auditor bias may
limit their worst excesses.

1. Ewcayoyn

One of the most important and fundamental assumptions of auditing, is that the
auditor is independent, both mentally and physically (Sherer & Kent, 1983). It is primarily
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on the basis of its independence that the audit derives its authority and its acceptance
(Carey, 1970; Flint, 1988)!; ‘if it were not for the claim of independence, there would be
no reason for outside auditors to exist, since their function would be redundant with that
of a firm’s inside auditors’ (Moore et al., 2006:3). Since auditor independence is the
central ethical issue of accounting, its nature and determinants has been the subject of
investigation and pronouncements by policy-makers and the accountancy profession for
several decades?.

However, independence is not a simple concept and has proved to be difficult to
define. Over the decades, the definition has evolved with the accounting profession itself
(Chandler & Edwards, 1996), and many interpretations exist in the literature (DeAngelo,
1981; Knapp, 1985). Independence is asserted to be a mental "attitude of mind" (Carey,
1946:7; Lee, 1986: 89; Flint, 1988:59), which does not allow the viewpoints and audit
judgements of the auditor to become reliant on the influences and pressures of conflicting
interests. The auditor must be aware of these financial or sentimental influences and
pressures, in order to maintain his objectiveness and impartiality in all aspects of his
work. However, third parties are unable to observe directly independence because of its
intangible qualities and hence, it is supported that the auditor is important to be also seen
to be independent, or at least to be in a position in which it is possible to exercise
independence (Lee, 1986). The appearance of independence assumes prime importance
and is recognised explicitly in most current professional conduct codes and in the EC
Green Paper® (Beattie et al., 1999). Moreover, Mautz & Sharaf (1983) in their research
identify a strand of independence the ‘profession independence’, which is related to the
image of the profession of public accounting as a whole, and the extend to which that
image assures the users of audit information, of the existence of desired standards of
integrity and objectivity.

The accounting profession is sensitive to the potential for bias in audits, since the fact
and appearance of independence is the auditor’s most fundamental distinguishing
professional characteristic. However independence in fact is difficult to observe and
evaluate and auditors give the appearance of having a close involvement with and being
dependent on their clients, and in addition, they belong to a commercially oriented
profession in which the real power apparently rests with a comparative small number of
large firms (Mautz & Sharaf, 1983). Thus, independence is an elusive quality, difficult to
achieve and with many of the recent scandals being brought to light* the biggest being
Enron, the idea of auditor independence has been under great debate. Is independent audit
a myth? This paper intents to critically evaluate this assertion. The first part will provide
an overview of the theoretical perspective adopted in this paper, the second part will
illustrate evidence concerning the threats to independence and the response of the State
and the accounting profession and, finally, in the third part conclusions are discussed.
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2. Theoretical Framework

A basic feature of any modern organisation is that is managed by persons who are
specifically employed for that purpose. The owner (or principal) delegates decision-
making authority to the manager (agent) who then performs services on behalf of the
beneficial owners, who may be the shareholders, the state, the ratepayers or the donors.
Agency theory provides an organisational framework to help understand ‘independence’
issues (Reinstein, 2002). The major reason to have an auditing function stems from the
separation of ownership from control (Jensen & Meckling, 1976). Thus, if both parties are
utility maximisers, this results is a struggle of conflicting claims, since managers are often
forced to choose between the shareholders’ welfare and their own. Given that a
corporation’s statutory accounts are prepared by management it is reasonable to assume,
that the information contained therein, may be subject to bias, which may be intentional
or accidental (Sherer & Kent, 1983, McGrath et al, 2001), and may be motivated to
present financial information that is overly optimistic, misleading, or false (Dunn, 1996).
In order to maintain this equilibrium between shareholders and managers, both parties
tacitly undertake to bear costs (agency costs). Shareholders engage in costly monitoring
in order to protect their interests while managers restrain their demands at a level below
the point at which shareholders would loose their tolerance and replace them, and thus
suffer a bonding cost (Jensen & Meckling, 1976). Credible auditors are used to reduce the
principal agent conflict (Jensen & Meckling 1976; Watts & Zimmerman, 1983) and are
supposed to provide an independent, external opinion that can certify the truthfulness of
a firm’s financial reports, secure or enforce accountability and immunise financial
information from potential bias (Sherer & Kent, 1983; McGrath et al, 2001; Hollman,
2002).

One of the major conclusions by applying agency theory to the corporation is that not
only is it beneficial for shareholders to require the public disclosure of information and to
have that information certified by an independent auditor, but also, that there are
economic incentives for managers themselves to require certification of their financial
disclosure and verification of their actions, in order to minimize their bonding costs
(Kleinman & Palmon, 2001). ‘Therefore, agency theory, based on an economic as well as
legal interpretation of the accountability relationship between shareholders and managers,
provide a further justification for the existence of statutory audit’ (Sherer & Kent,
1983:3).

An audit will be successful in changing expectations and hence reducing the
opportunistic behaviour costs (agency costs) borne by the manager, only if it is expected
that the auditor will report some discovered breaches of contract and act in an
independent way (Watts & Zimmerman, 1983). As a result, the auditing profession is
organised around a central ethical conflict. Although the auditor examines a company's
financial statement on behalf of the shareholders (principals) and is supposed to conduct
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the audit in an independent fashion, adhering to the profession's "covenant with society"
(Briloff, 1990) to audit in the interests of the public, the management of the company that
prepared and issued the statement under examination hires and pays the auditor. The
"public watchdog" function demands that the auditor conduct his/her work as an
independent professional and serve the shareholders, but at the same time the individuals
that manage that company under audit may hire and fire the auditor at will. Economic
incentives may bias the auditor’s judgement in favour of the management and because of
the relationship that is developed between auditors and management it is argued that it is
difficult if not impossible for him/her to make truly independent judgements. Thus, the
crux of the auditor independence question is: to the extent that the public’s interest differs
from those of the client can users of audited financial statements assume that the auditor
is indeed independent? Can the auditor who is paid and subject to dismissal by its client
manage to report honestly to third parties about the honesty of his/her client? (Kleinman
& Palmon, 2001).

3. Threats to Independence: Evidence and the Response of the
State and the Accounting Profession.

Accounting is generally considered a self-regulated profession and as such, the idea of
maintaining independence is very important. The American Institute of Certified Public
Accountants (AICPA)’ acknowledges the significance of the auditor’s integrity and
objectivity and contends that auditors can achieve a level of independence such that users
can rely on audited financial statements as unbiased assessments of the reporting
companies' positions (Bazerman et al., 1997).

However, the fundamental organisational arrangements of the auditing profession and
other related circumstances pose problems in the area of independence and do not create
conditions that support auditors’ independence. While the auditor is technically appointed
by the shareholders and compensated by the company, in reality management is
responsible for both of these tasks (Sherer & Kent, 1893). Managers who have the
freedom to choose their auditors, have many reasons to select an auditing firm based on
the likelihood the auditor will deliver an affirmative audit opinion (Moore et al., 2006).
Auditors are fee dependent by the management and thus, the latter can exercise pressure
on them or create economic incentives to bias their judgement. For example,
management determination of the fee may put the auditor into the position of feeling that
there will be a loss if he/she clashes with the management. Similarly, an opposition of
management to increase audit fees may constrain the auditor to restrict the scope of
his/her examination (Sherer & Kent, 1983). Moreover, auditors instead of acting as
‘watchdogs’, they have become an extension of their clients’ finance and personnel
departments since there is a rotation of personnel between the two (Sikka, 2004).
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Apparently, independence is compromised when an auditor hopes to develop job
opportunities with the audited firm, which was the case in Andersen’s relationship with
Enron and HIH Insurance in Australia, and as it is with other accounting firms and their
clients (Moore et al., 2006).

Generally, auditors’ independence from their clients is compromised by any
relationship that builds a common identity between the two. In some cases the same firm
has been auditing a company for many years, as is the case with Ernst and Young which
audited "Equitable Life" Assurance Society for over 100 years. It is argued that even the
most superficial relationship with a partisan leads people to interpret ambiguous
information in ways that are consistent with the partisan’s interests (Thompson, 1995). In
addition, Beck at al. (1988) and Mautz & Sharaf, (1961) claim in their studies that auditor
independence and the quality of auditing decisions deteriorate over time as the auditor-
client relationship becomes longer. For example, in the case of Phar-Mor, Inc. the
auditors have been held accountable for certifying faulty financial statements and as
critics claim, they may have become too close to client management to maintain the
professional scepticism necessary to conduct an independent judgement.

One of the features of the organisation of the modern accounting profession which
exacerbates the fee dependency is the fact that auditors provide non-audit services, like
consultancy, for their clients. Non-audit services proved to be an important growth area
for accounting firms while auditing is becoming less important to the overall profitability
of accounting firms. Auditor’s appearance of independence may be compromised when
an auditor provides both audit and non-audit services to the same company (Islam et al.,
2005). Evidence that confirms that notion supports that knowledge of a consulting
relationship creates a perceived lack of auditor independence (Knapp, 1985; Shockley,
1981; Turpen, 1995). Supplying both audit and consultancy services can create a conflict
of interest and the audit firm may be motivated not to report consulting deficiencies
observed during the audit thereby, avoiding erosion of its "consulting” reputation
(Simunik, 1984). Moreover, it is difficult for an auditor whose firm has been providing
consulting services to a company to submit a qualified report, since an unfavourable
opinion may risks not only the audit but the consulting relationship as well (Hussey &
Lan, 2001). Some evidence has also suggested that auditors’ judgement has been biased by
high consulting fees (Frankel et al., 2002; Kinney et al., 2004) however, these conclusion
are controversial (Chung & Kallapur, 2003; Craswel, et al., 2002). Such conflict between
consulting and auditing services had also contributed to the Enron and BCCI debacles
(Reinstein et al., 2002).

Audit firms are profit- making organisations and in common with their competitors
their purpose is to increase their revenues, profits and market share (Sikka, 2004). One
practice that auditing firms use to signal their willingness to acquiesce to client’s wishes
is "low-balling" (Lee & Gu, 1998; Beeler & Hunton, 2003). Low-balling means that audit
firms accept drastically discounted or even unprofitable audit fees in the initial year or

two, in order to "buy" the business and retain the client for several years. There were also
allegations that accounting firms were "low-balling" audit fees in order to gain
opportunities for non-audit service fees (Coffee, 2001). Although it is argue that in some
cases low-balling can enhance auditor independence (Chi-Wen & Zhaoyang, 1998), its
negative effects have been widely recognised. In 1994, the AICPA Special Committee on
Financial Reporting (Jenkins Committee) found that financial statement users were
concerned that "auditors may accept audit engagements at marginal profits to obtain
more profitable consulting engagements". Such arrangements can motivate auditors to
reduce the amount of their audit work and investigation and they may also be reluctant to
irritate management to protect the consulting relationship (Freier, 2004). Moreover, audit
firms, as a result of intensified competition and their pursuit of higher profits, impose time
budgets on audit staff since audit fees are a function of time spent by staff. Contemporary
auditing firms expect partners to generate significant revenue, and failure to meet these
expectations frequently leads to "retirement." It is possible for staff to reduce time taken
for tasks by taking on approved short cuts, such as testing fewer items than reported or
by ignoring errors (Willet & Page, 1996). Thus, the phenomenon of companies issuing
earnings restatements as a result of inaccuracies in published financial reports is not
limited to Enron and WorldCom, since many companies (e.g. AOL Time Warner, Tyco,
Xerox, etc.) come under scrutiny for potentially corrupt management and a clear lack of
independent financial monitoring.

One way that the profession attempts to respond and ensure that its members behave
with integrity is by enforcing a code of ethics. Ethical guides are basic principles of correct
action for the members of the profession and are designed to protect the institutional
reputation of professionalism and to eliminate certain undesirable situations®. However,
the Guide to Professional Ethics has been extensively criticised for being exhortatory
rather mandatory and are based not on empirical evidence but on perceptions of that
which would make the audit function more credible.

In addition, in order to strengthen the public confidence in the independence of the
auditing profession, a number of rules and guidelines of behaviour have been laid down by
the State and by the profession itself. These rules are designed to reduce the size of the
auditor’s independence and reduce the likelihood of losing an audit client. So, as a way of
bolstering independence the professional bodies tried to regulate (e.g. Companies Act
1985) the appointment, resignation, remuneration, rights and powers of auditors. In
addition, under the Companies Act 1989 a person is eligible for appointment as a
company auditor only if he/she is a member of a recognised supervisory body and it is
eligible for the audit appointment under the rules of that body (Moizer, 1997).

Joint supply of audit and non-audit services has also been a strongly debated issue and
one that was of considerable interest to some corporate regulators, who suggested its
prohibition. Hence, it was widely reported in the media and the financial press. Although
the prohibition of a firm to perform a company's audit from simultaneously providing
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other or any related services for that client would reduce potential financial pressure on
the auditor (Houghton & Ikin, 2001) major accounting firms lobbied hard against the
proposed limitations on their consulting work and dramatically increased their political
contributions to the major political parties (Mayer, 2002).

It is a fact that much of the self-regulatory efforts of the profession occur in response
to, or within the context of, government and/or public concern over some aspect of the
profession and as a response to accounting- and audit-related crises. Policy changes focus
on the increase of penalties for corruption and not on preventing these crises from
occurring. Hence, professional rules and ethical codes did not prevent the financial
scandals at Enron and WorldCom and the response of the Congress in order to reduce
public outrage by passing the Sarbanes-Oxley Act of 2002. The act attempts to address
auditor issues by first, federalising the regulation and governance of auditing firms through
the creation of the Public Company Accounting Oversight Board (PCAOB), and by
including a number of stipulations designed to increase mainly the appearance of auditor
independence. For example, the Act generally prohibits auditors from providing non-
audit services and it stipulates that personnel must be changed every five years.
Moreover, the Act prohibits employees of audited firms, who have served as CEO, CFO
at the client firm, from being hired by their auditors but it only limits them from auditing
their former employers for one year. However, the Act only requires the rotation of the
lead audit partner and not the audit firm it self and concerning the provision of non-audit
is concerned, the ban omits services such as tax services and allows the new PCAOB to
"exempt any person, issuer, public accounting firm, or transaction from the prohibitions
on the provision of services..." on a case-by-case basis (Moore et al., 2006). Furthermore,
the act does not limit the hiring of auditors by client firms, which is far more common than
the reverse.

All the remaining leading audit firms are still being accused for violating ethics rules,
such as in the case of PricewaterhouseCoopers who was forced to settle charges of fraud
in connection with its audit of Tyco, a firm that has suffered a long string of accounting
scandals. And there are many other cases in which the major auditing firms paid to settle
lawsuits or lost cases in the courts, partially as a result of failures of auditor independence
(Bazerman et al., 1997; Moore et al., 2002). Recurring audit failures are managed by "a
ritualistic tweaking of the regulatory apparatuses, accounting or auditing standards,
ethical guidelines and disciplinary arrangements for dealing with errant accountants"
(Sikka, 2004) and the profession’s response to these crises has focused on cosmetic
changes that improve the appearance of independence (Moore et al., 2006). The result is
ambiguous accounting rules that give rise to major conflicts of interest and thus,
jeopardize the credibility of auditor’s work (Likierman, 1989). Solutions that could have
improved independence in fact, such as the setting of more tangible standards, the threat
of disciplinary action, and the development of new audit procedures, were not pursued
(Fogarty et al., 1991; Reiter & Williams, 2000). In other words, while the profession’s and
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the state appear to address important issues surrounding auditor independence, it is
insufficient to create true auditor independence.

3. Discussion- Conclusion

Auditors’ independence is one of the fundamental assumptions of auditing. Auditors
are appointed to reduce the conflict of interest between management and shareholders
certifying the truthfulness of a firm’s financial reports. They are required to have the right
personal and professional qualities and be absolutely without bias, as well as, to have no
personal interest in the outcome and susceptibility to influence or pressure. Yet, auditors
are fee dependent of the management of the organisation since it is in charge of hiring and
remunerating them, have close relationship with the management by providing non-audit
services and by taking positions with clients. Is it possible for auditors to reduce the
conflict between shareholders and company and provide an independent external opinion
of the truthfulness of a firm’s, when he/she is fee dependent of the firm’s management?

Many solutions of improving independence have been suggested and promulgated by
the profession and the State. These include the prohibition of certain employment and
financial relationships between the firms and clients, periodical rotation of the audit firm
or the audit partner and disclosure audit fees for both audit and non-audit work in the
company’s financial statements. Another suggestion is to have external (perhaps
governmental such as DTI department of trade and industry) bodies or committees
appoint auditors (Bazerman et al., 1997). That will give the auditor security of
employment and will leave him free to give a totally objective opinion on the accounting
information in the company’s financial statements. Other suggestions are to have at least
a company revalue the audit on a regular basis (Hollman, 2002) and that auditors should
make a set of independent assessments, rather than simply ratify the accounting of the
client firm (Moore et al., 2006). Ronen (2002) has also proposed the elimination of the
legal requirement that publicly traded firms submit to regular audits of their financial
reports. Instead, firms would be required to buy financial statement insurance to insure
against the possibility of being sued for issuing inaccurate financial reports.

However, under the current regulations governing auditing and the structure of the
auditing relationship, independence is virtually impossible. Auditors give the appearance
of having a close involvement with and being fee dependent on the firms they audit, since
they are hired by them, provide non-audit services take jobs with clients. Additionally,
auditors belong to a commercially oriented profession in which the real power apparently
rests with a comparative small number of large firms. The fierce competition between the
accounting firms caused the profit margins derived from the standard auditing function to
be reduced to a very low level. In fact, most accountants refer now to auditing as a
"commodity". Firms now focus on the higher profit margin non-auditing services.
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Accordingly, more and more firms are presenting themselves as business partners and
experts in providing solutions to a wide array of business solutions. The resulting increase
in the nature and scope of the relationship between the auditor and the client can only
increase the complexity of the independence issues and cannot be ignored (Kleinman &
Palmon, 2001).

The agency model offers an understanding of the issues of independence however, it
suffers from limitations. It neglects that independence, which is socially constructed, is
impossible because auditors are influenced by the enormously complex world in which
they exist, and because of the difficulties in arriving at a measurable definition of the term
itself. Assuming that there is absolute independence is unrealistic since no human being
can free himself/herself from all outside influence from his/her environment. As Carey
(1946:9) states: "[i]f an auditor were to avoid all relationships which might conceivably
induce a bias in his subconscious mind, he would have to work in a social vacuum".
Moreover, even if one assumes that auditors have clear positions on all accounting issues
and are perfectly capable of identifying and resisting all pressures, does it mean that what
an auditor truly believes to be an independent position actually is an independent
position? (Kleinman & Palmon, 2001). Agency theory also neglects that there are
business interest in approaches to auditor independence. Audit firms as profit-seeking
enterprises and can lobby and resist rules that have a negative effect on their interests.
According to Moore et al., (2006) a corrupting system has been institutionalised across
levels in one domain of conflict of interest- from the mind of the auditor to the structures
that govern the industry, and from legislation to the political process that creates it. This
evidence suggests that intentional corruption is probably the exception, and that
unconscious bias is far more pervasive.

Auditor independence is an easy concept to grasp, yet it is difficult to implement. Only
through a radical reorganisation of the industry and examination of the values governing
accountancy firms will the term "auditor independence" accurately describe auditors’
work (ibid.). Given the cognitive and political barriers to solving the problems created by
conflicts of interest, it is unlikely that society will ever entirely eliminate them. However,
a deeper understanding of the main source of auditor bias may limit their worst excesses.

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Abstract

1. Introduction

As the twenty-first century unfolds before us, all systems and institutions are in the
process of transition. The shift is away from the old ways of operating in the past decades
of the industrial age to the new approaches of the post-industrial or information age. Thus,
a profound transformation is under way not only in societies worldwide, but also in the
cultures of corporations, associations, and agencies. The process of globalization is
already forcing regional cooperation and will cause many national corporations on the
continent to go global in their structures and operations. Oorganizational leaders are in
the process of creating a new work culture. Executives and managers, especially those
with human resource responsibilities, are challenged to provide leadership in these
changes that will transform their organizations. This implies not only reframing or
altering the organization's culture, but developing new awareness and mindsets,
innovative procedures and products, and synergistic relationships with personnel,
customers, suppliers, public officials and industry allies.

The phenomenon of globalization has been described as the movement of business,
industrial, and professional activities into a global marketplace. The primary means for
this development are the spectacular advances in information technology (IT) and mass
transportation. Some of these breakthroughs are direct spin-offs of rapid progress made
in the fields of space, defence, and bio-technology.

The origins of globalization began eons ago, as part of human evolution. It started
with the mass migration of our species across planet Earth. It was aided and abetted by
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military and political leaders who sought to form empires beyond the confines of their
city-state or homeland. Over several recent centuries, for example, the British Empire
spread across the world, bringing with it a common English language and western values.
The prototypes of today's global organization can be seen, in a sense, in the great trading
corporations of the past.

In the twentieth century, more and more corporations began to move beyond national
business activities by going international, often establishing special divisions for this
purpose. Among the forerunners in this movement were the petroleum (i.e. Shell Oil) and
the soft drink (i.e. Coca-Cola) industries. This was followed by the development of the
multinational corporation. With the establishment of subsidiaries in many countries, or
by acquisitions, these enterprises became transcultural in operations and workforce. The
world corporation is marked by these features:

« is truly multinational in scope and personnel, whose multicultural managers of many
nationalities possess viewpoints that know no boundaries, while seeking to serve the
needs and wants of the human race everywhere;

* recognizes no distinction because of colour, race, sex, or religion while seeking and
promoting talent wherever it may be found,

« maintains a pragmatic planetary perspective, opposed to partitioning of the world
and furthering poverty that constricts profitable markets;

e pursues a mission as an agent of change to raise living standards within a world
economy;

 promotes freer economies and work environments that encourage exchange of ideas
and means of production, so the world's peoples may one day enjoy the fruits of a
truly global economy.

As a result of these historical developments, the twenty-first century is witnessing the
formation of organizations in both the private and public sector that are really global
enterprises in every way. The term globalization has been defined in different ways:

Globalization is the process of universalizing politics and markets while making
borders porous; it relies on the greater interdependence of economies, of political
systems, of culture, and of societies.

Globalisation is the freeing up of labour and capital flows, advancing both regional and
global integration, which promotes worldwide managerial operations. It occurs because
of the interaction of modern technology and consumerism.

Globalization is revolutionizing our world. It has provided the globe with the
possibility of greater prosperity and greater social justice. However, like all revolutions,
the process of globalization will take a long time to work themselves out .

Globalization is the engine that is currently pushing many industries and organizations
to go global so as to achieve competitive advantage. One indicator of this trend is that the
United Nations has established a Centre on Transnational Corporations (UNCTC) which
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issues regular reports on such progress. Their findings have found global corporations to
be a positive influence on international integration and a stimulant for economic
development. But in the process of going global, organizations are transformed in terms
of their strategies, operations, management, and marketing, as well as their human and
material resources and services.

Even if a
company intends only to market its products and services domestically, its strategic
planning must take into consideration the nature of its industry or association worldwide,
the policies of national governments on international issues, and the influence of global
trade and finances.

2. Globaliz ation of a firm

Globalization of a firm is a process that can be defined as an already highly
internationalized firm increasing the integration of its activities and its resources between
different geographical markets!. Thus a firm globalizes when it has already extended its
activities to cover many markets and it has already penetrated several markets to the
extent that it is no longer a marginal actor in those markets. However, this antecedent
process can be quick as in the case of so called "born globals". It is important that the
notion of globalization of a firm should not stop at its legal, ownership boundaries. A firm
might globalize through contractual cooperation with other firms. In fact, many observers
argue that this is currently the dominating mode of globalization. Since globalization is a
process, we need to take a dynamic approach to understand it. A global market is complex
and rich in connectivity. It is continuously created and recreated, by the actors. We need
to consider both exogenous, institutional influences (e.g. change in public policies, general
technical change, cultural norms) and endogenous market processes due to strategic
actions by interdependent firms that cooperate and/or compete with each other.
Globalization is thus an effect of interaction between both exogenous and endogenous
processes. It is important to consider the extent to which a globalizing firm already has a
global reach through prior strategic actions by local subsidiaries. This is obviously a very
common characteristic’ that has an effect on globalization, causing both problems and
opportunities for central management, especially in cases of globalization through
mergers and acquisitions and alliance modes. The process is not a one-directional one,
towards higher and higher levels of global reach and coordination. There are many
barriers in a firm’s globalization process. It is also important to note that globalization
does not, by definition, imply homogenization.

Globalization of a market is defined as increasing interdependencies between the
activities in that market on activities and outcomes in several other, spatially dispersed
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national markets®. The network approach stresses the role of endogenous processes in
"overlapping" networks. Thus, globalization of markets interacts with globalization of
firms who act as buyers and sellers of goods and services. We have also to consider the
dynamics of the institutional setting including culture. We assume that strategic actions to
globalize are based on management’s ideas about how to reach its objectives, i.e. actors
apply their "metwork theories". The objective could be, for example, to increase
effectiveness by cooperation across markets; to pre-empt competitor moves by a rapid
international merger; or to increase market shares internationally by joining an alliance
of distribution specialists. Thus, globalization is not an unavoidable process, driven by
some deterministic outside force, but an interactive strategic process driven by goal-
oriented actors.

2.1 The new global order of business

A number of developments have contributed to the globalization of business.
Advances in computer-assisted design and manufacturing and robotics have reduced the
dependency on labour, increased production efficiency and increased market flexibility by
reducing economic order quantity. Advancements in transportation have shrunk the
distances between resources, processing and markets. Rapid technological developments
have led to the emergence of new products and services and thereby new businesses and
new industries. The technology-driven competitive edge is coming to be more and more
temporary as new technological breakthroughs are reaching the markets sooner than ever
before.

The new world order is also reflected in the trend of ever increasing investments
across national boundaries. Foreign investment has become a sign of international
confidence in the local economy. New boundary crossing technologies have made for
rapid internationalization of service industries. And with the increasing number of
international joint ventures, licensing agreements, project based collaboration and
franchises, organizations are becoming fused into strategic constellations with the result
that the boundaries of the firm are becoming unclear. The basis of competition has thus
shifted from the traditional firm level to that of the alliance network. Electronic mail,
facsimile transmission, tele- and video- conferencing has made it possible for people
within and across organizations, spread over vast geographical distances, to share
information instantly. Goods and services are routinely ordered through home shopping
networks and banking is done from remote locations. The new world order has also
created an unprecedented demand for knowledge workers. Employers are reaching across
national borders to find the skKills they need because of a growing geographic gap between
the world’s supplies of labour and the demands for it. This has resulted in a loosening of
protectionist immigration policies, massive relocations of people, and a beginning in
standardization of labour practices among industrialized countries*. Downsizing, doing
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more with less, and employee empowerment have become everyday words in business
circles. Business has developed an obsession with quality, with customers and clients and
with technology. In becoming more efficient and in pursuit of larger markets, companies
are merging their unique resources with former competitors and going into joint ventures
for mutual benefit. From a global village of a few years ago, the world is now a global
fishbowl where even the smallest waves reverberate around and around.

Firms in the developed countries have begun to realize the potentials and possibilities
of this new order of globalized business. They have become eager to reach the sizeable
and growing markets of the developing countries. The middle class in these countries is
indeed sizeable, and growing in purchasing power. This market holds much promise for
durables, consumer products and of course agricultural and food products’®. Consequently,
much of the current management literature concerning globalization of business is written
from developed country perspectives and deals with issues of increasing the scope of
western business in the emerging new markets of the whird world.

2.2 Globalization, the changes that occur in business organizations
and the difficulties those appear

It has been stated in many forums that globalization is one of the phenomena which
have most influenced and changed the life of all people in the world in the 1990s. The
positive vision of globalization has relied on the image of the global village, in which
individual people and different groups can and like to live in peace, and in which modern
technology and economy provides them with material well-being and on-line
communication systems. Hence, different cultural features are valued, although there
exist cultural exchange and integration.

On the contrary, it has also been argued, especially in the field of cultural studies, that
complete cultural harmony and integration is an unrealistic mission. Globalization has
produced a situation in which identities and cultural stuff is inevitably an object of
political struggle. People have to cope with the politics of difference and live in the many
kinds of margins. Classifications based on "race", ethnicity, nation, gender, age, etc., are
the sources of the politics of difference and marginalization.

For corporations and business world, globalization has meant more specified issues
and demands. The most important areas which have gone through changes, are the
organization (including multi-ethnic and multi-national personnel, worldwide knowledge
management), marketing (diverse worldwide markets, differences in cultural symbols and
codes), and alliances and mergers (reorganizing organization cultures, communications
between the business units and worldwide information technology). In all of these areas,
corporations meet the situation in which they have to cope with diverse and politized
ethnic and/or national identities and cultural difference.

In a global world, business organizations do not any longer operate in the national
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base. National borders, which were quite strong some decades ago, have been diluted
more and more during the last three decades. Capital, information, goods, and workforce
crosses the old borders relatively easily today. From the organizational point of view, the
recruitment and other personnel issues are an important field. Although the national
workforce has been traditionally appreciated, globalization has raised the point that
corporations should recruit internationally to get the best workforce. Especially the
highly skilled information technology experts are the object of global competition at this
moment.

From the global recruitment follows also the questions how to cope with the multi-
ethnic personnel and how keep them in the company once they have been recruited.
Companies can suffer from several economic damages if they do not take multi-cultural
and diversity issues seriously. Incorrect and incompetent leadership and discriminatory
practices in the organization, be they obvious and overt or hidden, reduces the efficiency
of the personnel, because evaluation systems of working efficiency, performance, and
rewards are biased and unfair. Hence, this leads to low level commitment to the goals of
the company. Also the multiple competences and the innovative resources of culturally-
diverse personnel are not used in full strength. Thus the corporations should necessarily
understand the value of anti-racist and indiscriminative organization culture and commit
to the idea of managing and valuing diversity.

In the field of marketing, globalization has increased and differentiated the supply and
selection of cultural codes. The codes which mediate meanings and thus make sense to our
world and lives are not familiar and predictable any more in a globalized post-modern
world. Similarly, the effects and outcomes of the symbols used in marketing have become
quite unknown: symbols can be simultaneously understood: insulting for some customer
groups and harmlessly comical to others. There exist no single, exact, permanent and
consistent manners to produce and mediate cultural meanings.

Because an insulting advertisement does not sell the product, such ones should be
avoided. But, this is not an easy mission, for two reasons. First, there exists so huge
numbers of diverse cultural symbols and codes that knowing them all is impossible.
Second, faultless and complete interpreting and understanding the symbols and codes is
extremely difficult, because their meanings are multiple and relatively unfixed. To
interpret and understand a symbol, man should not only know its overt meaning, but also
know its contexts and how it is used in those contexts. It is the context and an act of
reading which ultimately defines and completes the meanings of the symbols.

Thus the risk to use insulting symbols in global markets is obvious although it is not
even a matter of racist intention. The best way to avoid unintentional racism in marketing
is to know how racism actually works. What matters in racism first is the symbolic and
representational level. Thus understanding how people produce and construct meanings
by using cultural symbols and codes gives us means to identify racist ideas from the
meaning construction processes. This competence enables the leaders to do intercultural
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and international marketing successfully because they are able to deconstruct the most of
racist symbols and meanings away from the advertisements and other marketing
instruments.

In many cases, the alliances and mergers of corporations give a competitive edge in
global markets. But then they meet the question how to integrate different organization
cultures so that they can work together. Sometimes these cultures can differ very much
because of long geographical distances, different local economic conditions, etc. Thus the
integrating of two or more organization cultures is a field in which racism and ethnic
conflicts can jeopardise the benefits of mergers. Integration of two or more organization
cultures will not be successful if there exists racism or other discriminative ideas in the
cultures. A situation in which the other part is an object of defame of the other part is
unsatisfactory.

2.3 Stages of the globalization of a business

Globalization of a given business seems to be a multi-stage process. Many phases are
gone through before a firm can be called a truly global company. The stages may be
designated as domestic, export, international/multinational, and global.

When an export company establishes its manufacturing or distribution facilities
abroad it becomes international. It achieves cost advantages and all significant decisions
will continue to be made at home. When a company creates miniatures of itself in other
countries, staffed largely by nationals and gives it a wide degree of autonomy it can be
called multinational. The truly global organization goes further. It relocates some
functions on a global scale to places other than headquarters. A multicentred organization
emerges that can serve all parts of the firm anywhere in the world. For example Phillips
moved its long-range technology development centre from the US to the Far East to take
advantage of longer term thinking and reward patterns. IBM and DEC moved their
research and development facilities to Italy known for its intuitive and innovative
behaviour patterns. Thus in the global organization, the strategy and structure is without
national boundaries. The heart of the global organization is its culture, its vision, mission,
policies, procedures, systems and practices. As is evident from the above, becoming a true
and fully-fledged globalized company is preceded by intermediate stages or phases.
Studies have noted that company structure and strategy differs according to these phases
or stages’.

2.4 The globalization of business activities

The globalization of business activities and the term global strategy emerged in the
early 1980s. Levitt’ is often considered as the first to recognize the trend towards
globalization and states that:
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Companies must learn to operate as if the world were one large market - ignoring
superficial regional and national differences.

In addition, he argues that the companies that do not adapt to the new global realities
will become victims of those that do. However, McCloughry and James used the term
global strategy in the 1950s in their book titled Global Strategy.

Johansson states that there are four groups of variables that propel companies towards
globalization, namely the categories of market, competition, cost, and government. They
are sometimes referred to as the four major globalization drivers. Originally, Yip®
discusses and classifies the globalization drivers. For example, the market drivers consist
of homogeneous needs, global customers, global channels, and transferable marketing.
The cost drivers are categorized as economies of scale and scope, learning and
experience, sourcing efficiencies, favourable logistics, differences in country costs and
skills, and product development costs. The government drivers are classified as favourable
trade policies, compatible technical standards, and common marketing regulations.
Finally, the competitive drivers consist of the interdependence between countries and the
competitors that globalize or might globalize.

Sheth?® argues that companies doing business in foreign markets probably do so owing
to factors other than an emerging universality of consumer needs and wants. He points
out three possible reasons for the emerging globalization of business activities in the early
1980s, namely the access to foreign markets, the increasing degree of international
standardization of products and standards, and the increasing number of worldwide
mergers, acquisitions, and joint ventures. Jeannet and Hennessey mention a number of
reasons for the globalization of business activities such as globalizing for internal
efficiency, globalizing to compete in homogeneous markets, and globalizing for added
synergies. The indicators for the globalization of business activities are proposed to be at
the customer level, at the market level, at the industry level, and at the competitor level.
Furthermore, these indicators are independent of each other, which mean that different
levels of globalization may be observed in each area. Dahringer and Miihlbacher state that
a global approach allows companies to achieve concentration and coordination of
activities, which stimulate the companies' efforts for the globalization of business activities.

2.5 Forces influencing business organizations become global

Why must most business organizations, nongovernmental organizations (NGOs), and
many other institutions become global to survive? Moran and Riesenberger identify and

describe 12 environmental forces impacting on organizations and influencing change'°.

The proactive environmental forces are:

(1) Global sourcing — organizations are seeking non-domestic sources of raw materials
because of cost and quality.
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(2) New and evolving markets are providing new opportunities for growing business.

(3) Economies of scale — today’s marketplace requires new approaches resulting in
competitive advantages in price and quality.

(4) Movement towards homogeneous demand — globalization is resulting in similar
products being required worldwide.

(5) Lowered transport costs — the global transport costs of many products have fallen
significantly since the 1960s.

(6) Government tariffs and taxes — the protectionist tendencies of many governments
is declining as evidenced by the North America Free Trade Agreement (NAFTA)
and the European Union (EU).

(7) Telecommunications — falling prices as a result of privatization and new
technologies are impacting on globalization.

(8) Homogeneous technical standards — the International Organization for
Standardization (ISO) has been successful in developing global standards known as
ISO 9000.

The reactive forces are:

(9) Competition for non-domestic organizations — new competitive threats are
experienced by organizations regularly.

(10) Risk of volatile exchange rates — the constant fluctuation of exchange rates in
many countries impacts on profits.

(11) Customers are becoming more global consumers — globalization is impacting on
customers in ways that "local content" in subsidiary produced goods is increasing.

(12) Global technological change — technological improvements coming from many
areas of the world are requiring organizations to adjust their strategies to survive.

2.6 Capabilities that should possess the transcultural leaders and
managers

Transcultural leaders and managers should possess these capabilities:

« Thinking beyond local perceptions while transforming into more positive views of
people and their differences.

« Preparing for new mindset shifts, while altering or updating old perceptions.

» Re-creating cultural assumptions, norms, and practices based on new experiences
and insights.

 Re-programming one's mental maps and constructs.

» Adapting readily to new and unusual circumstances and lifestyles.
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» Welcoming and learning from transitional experiences.

 Acquiring multicultural competencies and skills, including foreign languages.

« Creating cultural synergy whenever and wherever feasible.

 Operating effectively in multinational/multicultural situations.

« Envisioning transnational opportunities and enterprises.

« Creating optimistic and "doable" scenarios for the future.

« Utilizing human resource development to prepare global leaders to be students of
worldwide human relations and values; comfortable with diversity with regard to people's
cultures, genders, disciplines, or backgrounds; able to help newcomers to acculturate;
able to collaborate in joint ventures, consortia, coalitions, or cross-cultural teams.

3. Global strategy

The issues of globalization of business activities and global strategies emerged in the
1980s and have been a popular topic since then. They have been used and applied among
executives in international and multinational corporations, as well as among scholars in
the field of international business. There is a continuum from the local adaptations of
worldwide strategies on one side, and the universal or global strategies without
adaptations on the other side. In an empirical context, the global strategy approach is
more like a managerial utopia, though any kind of genuine or true global strategy will not
be successfully implemented on a worldwide basis. A worldwide strategy has at least to be
adapted to local conditions, characteristics, and circumstances to a certain extent.
Nevertheless, it is a matter of thinking globally, but acting locally, i.e. acting and thinking
"glocally". Apparently, in most areas it is not suitable to apply a genuine or true global
strategy, since local adaptations of the business activities usually have to be taken into
consideration in the marketplace.

3.1 The global strategy and the distinction between the multinational
corporation and the global corporation

A company's global strategy is closely related to its corporate strategy. The corporate
strategy guides the performance of a company's overall business activities and the
allocations of resources to achieve established business goals. Yip provides a detailed
framework for evaluating whether and how to globalize an individual company's
corporate strategy. The framework emphasizes the potentials for achieving competitive
benefits and provides illustrations of companies that have applied globalization issues in
their corporate strategies. The formulation of a global strategy is a major challenge in
itself, but its execution requires far-reaching changes to be made in corporate structures
and procedures.
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Levitt makes a distinction between the multinational corporation and the global
corporation. The multinational corporation operates in a number of countries, and
adjusts its products and practices in each, while the global corporation operates with
resolute constancy, as if the entire world, or major regions of it, was a single entity. The
global corporation sells the same things in the same way everywhere. Accordingly, Levitt
states that the uniformity of global business activities should be applied on a worldwide
basis without local adaptations. Keegan and Greenl1 define a global strategy as:

... a design to create a winning offering on a global scale ...

Consequently, they also apply a worldwide approach to the term global strategy.
Allio'? states that global competitors exploit the similarities between countries to enhance
the competitive advantage, while the multidomestic or multinational competitors exploit
the differences between countries.

3.2 Global marketing strategies

The global marketing strategies and the globalization of marketing activities have
been popular topics among scholars and practitioners for a couple of decades. They have
been used and applied among executives in international and multinational corporations,
as well as among scholars in the field of international business and international
marketing. There is a continuum from the locally-related issues of worldwide strategies on
the one side, and the globally-related issues on the other side. In an empirical context, the
globalization of marketing activities is widespread. Global marketing is likely to be a
managerial utopia, though any kind of global marketing strategy will be successfully
implemented on a worldwide basis. A pure global marketing strategy will suffer from
marketing myopia or, as Levitt states: "Obviously the company has to do what survival
demands. It has to adapt to the requirement of the market, and has to do it sooner than
later". At best, global marketing activities may exist on a strategic level, while on an
operative level and a tactical level they are less appropriate, if at all realistic and possible
to implement. Therefore, on a strategic level, general marketing policies may be
considered, but when it comes to operative and tactical levels specific marketing activities
have to be addressed and considered.

Local and domestic marketing strive exclusively to maximize adaptation, tailoring,
differences, concentration, independence, flexibility, and separation of marketing
activities within market frontiers. A local or domestic marketing strategy recognizes the
necessity to consider locally-related issues in the performance of marketing activities in
the marketplace. An international marketing strategy is a widening of the local and
domestic marketing strategies of marketing activities that is applicable beyond the home
market's frontiers, while a multinational marketing strategy refers to marketing activities
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towards a wide selection of foreign markets targeted through the marketing activities.

The international and multinational marketing strategies also recognize the necessity
for locally-related issues of marketing activities in the different markets targeted, but
worldwide diffusion is the ultimate goal. This means that international and multinational
marketing strategies across markets strive primarily to maximize standardization,
homogenization, similarity, concentration, dependence, synchronization, and integration
of marketing activities. Secondarily, international and multinational marketing
acknowledge the potential necessity for adaptation, tailoring, difference, diffusion,
independence, flexibility, and separation of marketing activities across markets.

The global marketing strategy strives exclusively to maximize standardization,
homogenization, similarity, concentration, dependence, synchronization, and integration
of marketing activities across markets. The global marketing strategy has an emphasis on
the uniform marketing activities across existing markets in the world, while international
and multinational strategies in some aspects strive to achieve uniform marketing
activities and in other aspects apply disparate marketing activities due to unique
conditions, characteristics, and circumstances in different markets.

3.3 Benefits and advantages by the globalization of business
organizations and by the global strategy

The global strategy approach and the globalization of business activities are
encouraged by a number of perceived potential benefits and advantages. Yip mentions
four drivers of globalization. The global strategy approach may improve the access to
market drivers such as common customer needs, global customers, global channels,
transferable marketing, and leading markets. In addition companies are stimulated by cost
drivers such as economies of scale, economies of scope (i.e. the gains from spreading
activities across multiple product lines or businesses), sourcing advantages, and
duplication across countries. An example of government drivers is the introduction of
1SO9000, which is a global standard of quality certification. Finally, companies who go
global provide a strong incentive for other firms to follow. Levitt states that companies:

... benefit from enormous economies of scale in production, distribution, marketing, and
management ...

Keegan and Green and Simon-Miller also argue that the global strategy approach and
the globalization of business activities may lead to substantial competitive advantages in
the marketplace.

Segal-Horn'® mentions other potential benefits of a global strategy approach and the
globalization of business activities such as the cost savings/reductions and the
restructuring of international logistic operations. Furthermore, the advantages may
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influence the design, purchasing, manufacturing operations, packaging, distribution,
marketing, advertising, customer service, software development, making of standardized
facilities, methodologies, and procedures across locations. Yip, too, mentions a list of
benefits that may be achieved through the globalization drivers such as cost reductions,
improved quality of products and programs, enhanced customer preference, and
increased competitive leverage. He also mentions some major drawbacks such as
reduction of responsiveness to local needs, distance activities from the customer,
increased currency risk, reduction of adaptation to local customer behavior and the
marketing environment, and local competitiveness, all of which may be sacrificed.

Jeannet and Hennessey argue that there are various factors limiting the global strategy
approach and the globalization of business activities. For example, they refer to market
characteristics, industrial conditions, marketing institutions, and legal restrictions.
Keegan mentions two motives for the globalization of business activities. One is to take
the advantage of opportunities for growth and expansion and the other is survival.
Companies that fail to pursue global opportunities will eventually lose their domestic
markets, since they may be pushed aside by stronger and more competitive global
competitors. Dahringer and Miihlbacher argue that two major advantages may be
obtained in the implementation of the global strategy approach and the globalization of
business activities, namely the concentration and the coordination of business activities.
Concentration means centralized decision making which is normally combined with a high
degree of standardization of business activities. The experience curve may also be
improved through the coordination of business activities. Lamont writes that the global
strategy approach encourages initiatives to find new markets, new segments, new niches,
the developing of new buying and selling opportunities, and marketing across
international boundaries. The global strategy approach includes specific tasks such as the
organizing of worldwide efforts, the research of domestic and foreign markets, the finding
of new partners, the purchasing of comprehensive support services, and the managing of
the costs of international transactions. Allio argues that a global strategy becomes critical
when the need for local adaptation is low and the benefits from global systems are high,
either as a result of economies of scale or economies of scope.

Yip and Coundouriotis conclude that the use of a global strategy approach can
potentially achieve one or more of four major categories of benefits, namely reduced
costs, improved quality, enhanced customer preference, and combined global resources.
For example, reduced costs may be achieved through gaining economies of scale from
pooling production and other business activities, moving to lower cost countries,
exploiting the flexibility of a global network, and enhancing bargaining power with
governments, unions, and suppliers. Improved quality may be achieved through focusing
resources on a smaller number of products and programs. Enhanced customer
preferences may be obtained through increasing global availability, serviceability, and
recognition. Finally, the combining of global resources and using more locations for
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attack and counter-attack may lead to an increased competitive leverage. Kogut identifies
a set of global opportunities, such as arbitrage opportunities (i.e. production shifting, tax
minimization, financial markets, and information arbitrage), leverage opportunities (i.e.
global coordination and political risk), and creating compatible incentives, all of which
emphasize adaptations of the global strategy approach and its related business activities.
Accordingly, the global strategy approach and the globalization of business activities
assume the achievement of benefits and advantages. The ultimate outcome of these
potential benefits and advantages is dependent upon the extent to which they are
theoretical potentials and influenced by obstacles in the global business environment.

4. Global marketing

The idea of the globalization of marketing activities is a well known phenomenon. It
is also widespread among marketing scholars and marketing practitioners. The concept of
global marketing is used in different contexts, but it is often applied with a variety of
meanings. It is used as an etiquette or jargon to represent a diversity of marketing
phenomena or marketing applications. At times it is almost used as a prefix. There is an
evident disagreement on the meaning and the appropriate usage of the concept of global
marketing among marketing scholars and marketing practitioners. The multiple meanings
and use of the concept of global marketing is therefore ambiguous. It is widely used to
represent different meanings depending very much upon the user's personal perception or
conviction. The concept of global marketing appears to have become a cliché adopted
both by marketing scholars and by marketing practitioners, and others as well.

There is a discrepancy between the term "global marketing" and the "globalization" of
marketing activities. There is a need to explore and describe the gap or vacuum that may
contribute to advance the use of these terms related to marketing activities beyond
present boundaries.

4.1 Concept of global marketing

Many scholars use the concept of global marketing. It is usually applied to represent
different meanings:

... marketing activities coordinated and integrated across multiple country markets.'#
...global marketing focuses its resources on global market opportunities and threats."

... global marketing does not necessarily mean standardization of products, promotion,
pricing, and distribution worldwide.'

... a business view of selling products to customers around the world ..."”7

Global marketing is the process of focusing the resources and objectives of a company on
global market opportunities ...'8
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In some global strategies marketing should play the role of tailoring and not standardizing
to support an overall strategic position."

4.2 Globalization of marketing activities

Miihlbacher write that a global approach to international marketing occurs when a
company's managers concentrate on product markets, i.e. groups of customers seeking
shared benefits or demanding to be served with the same technology, emphasizing their
similarities regardless of the geographical areas in which they are located, rather than
focus on country markets, i.e. differences due to the physical location of the customer
groups. In addition, Mooij states that there are a number of paradoxes in global
marketing and advertising. For example, paradoxical values are found within cultures and
between cultures. Every culture has its opposing values. Markets are people, not
products. There may be global products, but there are not global people. There may be
global brands but there are no global motivations for buying those brands. Jeannet and
Hennessey argue that global marketing is not just a new concept for an old phenomenon,
but that there are real differences between international and global marketing. In addition,
they argue that there has been a stepwise development in the process of marketing, from
domestic marketing through export and international marketing, multinational and
multiregional marketing, to global marketing. Although they argue that there are some
differences, most scholars and practitioners still use the concepts of international,
multinational, and global marketing interchangeably or at whim.

Kotler states that there are circumstances where a multinational company can gain
benefits through increased standardization of its marketing mix. There are also
circumstances where this strategy would hurt the company. For example, he writes that
the issue can be framed in the following way: under what circumstances can a company in
Country X sell its product in Country Y without changing the product, promotion, price,
or place and still earn a good return. Wind introduces an approach of thinking globally
and acting locally. This suggests that the overall design follows a worldwide perspective,
but that every detail of the strategy takes into account the country's characteristics and
cultural differences. Wind writes that by following the strategy of "thinking globally,
acting locally", then changes in the world force us to move away from thinking
domestically, at the same time avoiding the pitfalls of global standardization: more
emphatically, to employ a marketing-oriented approach and take advantage of our
understanding of the local conditions in each of the world markets. Mooij writes that
thinking and acting are influenced by culture. Someone who thinks globally is still a
product of his or her culture. Global thinking by a person of one culture may easily be
interpreted wrongly by people of another culture.
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4.3 Origin and reason of the globalization of marketing

McCloughry and James use the concept of global strategy in the 1950s in their book
entitled Global Strategy in terms of war strategies, but emphasize that the importance of
localizing the war and preventing it from becoming a general world struggle " ... thereby
not only achieves the maximum concentration of force upon his immediate object, but
affords himself the best chance of a peace, if only temporary, which will leave him in
possession of what he has gained ... ".2° The topic of globalization of marketing activities
emerged in earnest in literature in the early 1980s. Levitt recognizes the trend towards the
globalization of marketing activities and states that companies must learn to operate as if
the world were one large market - ignoring superficial regional and national differences.
In addition, he argues that the companies that do not adapt to the new global realities will
become the victims of those that do. Kotler regards Levitt's approach as going back to a
sales approach, which is a step backwards in terms of marketing, one which recognizes
local conditions, characteristics, and circumstances.

Johansson states that there are four factors that influence companies to strive towards
the globalization of marketing activities, namely the categories of market, competition,
cost, and government. These factors are often referred to as the four major globalization
drivers. Originally, Yip discusses and classifies the globalization drivers thus:

« market drivers consisting of homogeneous needs, global customers, global channels,
and transferable marketing;

e cost drivers categorized as economies of scale and scope, learning and experience,
sourcing efficiencies, favorable logistics, differences in country costs and skills, and
product development costs;

« competitive drivers consisting of the interdependence between countries and the
competitors that globalize or might globalize; and

- government drivers classified as favorable trade policies, compatible technical
standards, and common marketing regulations.

Sheth argues that companies doing business in foreign markets are probably doing so
due to factors other than an emerging universality of consumer needs and wants. He points
out three possible reasons for the emerging globalization of marketing activities in the early
1980s, namely: access to foreign markets; increasing degree of international standardization
of products and standards, and; increasing number of worldwide mergers, acquisitions, and
joint ventures. Hollensen lists proactive and reactive motives of internationalization.
Proactive motives may be profit and growth goals, managerial urge, technology
competence/unique product, foreign market opportunities, economies of scale, and tax
benefits. Reactive motives may be competitive pressures, a small and saturated domestic
market, an overproduction/excess capacity, unsolicited foreign orders, extended sales of
seasonal products, and a proximity to international customers/psychological distance.
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Jeannet and Hennessey also mention a number of reasons for the globalization of
marketing activities such as globalizing for internal efficiency; globalizing to compete in
homogeneous markets; globalizing for added synergies. The indicators for the
globalization of marketing activities are proposed to be at the customer level, at the
market level, at the industry level, and at the competitor level.

Furthermore, these indicators are independent of each other, which mean that different
levels of globalization may be observed in each area. For a manufacturer and distributor
the assets are mostly tangible and there is a preference for achieving economy of scale,
low margins, and these firms strive to achieve cost efficiency. There is a preference for
mass markets instead of separated markets. Traditionally, value has been created by
owning physical assets, but now there is a shift to the means of value creation, in creating
value from a more local focus.

Accordingly, the roots of the concept of global may be traced principally to the early
1980s due to a number of globalization trends that emerged, such as a focus on
standardization, homogenization, similarity, concentration, dependence, synchronization,
and integration of marketing activities on a worldwide basis.

5. The definition of globalization and its stages

Globalization, a major current buzzword, constitutes one of the most significant and
dominating developments of the post-Second World War era. As yet, however, there
apparently is no agreed on consensus-conception of globalization appearing in the
literature. The lack of conceptual clarification in turn obfuscates questions to be raised,
problems to be addressed, and from this policy and resolution. Consequently, the
multiplicity of differing conceptions that are offered in the basic literature is also manifest
in an ambiguity of analysis and theory.

Evidence in support of this lack of consensus is readily revealed in the many
alternative conceptions of globalization which appear in the literature. "The definitional
nature, empirical character and ultimate significance of interdependence and globalisation
are all matters of considerable controversy and confusion".?! As a general viewpoint,
interpretations as to what globalization entails appear as a basic polarity in the literature.
On the one hand: "globalization is seen negatively and at times almost demonically, as the
dominance of Western economic and cultural interests over the rest of the world ... the
perpetuation of inequality between the rich and poor countries and regions". On the other
hand another view offered is of: "globalization as a triumphalist light, as the penetration
of capitalism into every corner of the world, bringing with it the possibility for all of the
world's population to participate in the fruits of the international division of labour and
market economy".

But there are, in addition, many attempts at specific definitions of globalization
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interrelated to integration, interdependence, internationalization, and on. One
conception relates to globalization, "... understood as the phenomenon by which markets
and production in different countries are becoming increasingly interdependent due to the
dynamics of trade in goods and services and the flows of capital and technology".?> While
such a market-oriented conceptualization appears relevant, it does not go far enough to
include the social and cultural variables impacted by the globalization process. It also
conceals the dynamics of structural transformation which have taken place over time in
the evolution of what might be called a global economy. The global economy has evolved
over time, and that evolution is predicated on structural transformation.

One approach toward a conceptual clarification is to draw a distinction between two
ideal types depicted as an international economy on the one hand versus a globalized
economy on the other. In these two diverse models, Hirst and Thompson put forward the
view that globalization constitutes a juggernaut of uncontrollable free-market forces. In
Globalization in Question they argue that this conception of globalization constitutes a
myth, not reality and that it "... robs us of hope ..." and amelioration from market failures,
in terms of governance at the national level. A more relevant model is to depict the
current global economy as an international economy "... in which the principle [sic]
entities are national economies" and still consequently capable of control and
governance.??

It is however still arguable that the global economy is none the less currently in a state
of transition toward a new structure of international interdependence led by MNC
dominance and control. And as such this process of globalization, so dominated,
constitutes a potential to unleash the inexorable force of free markets superseding
national control. If this view is correct, the current global economy is evolving toward the
polarity of what might be called not simply globalization but rather corporate
globalization. Also, that the locus of sovereignty might be conceivably shifting from the
nation state to MNCs, however, is not to assume that the process is irreversible and
beyond the capacity for national control and governance. But this does not deny the fact
that currently MNC power, policy and values are increasingly coming to dominate the
global economy.

Internationalization of national economies into what legitimately might be called a
global network of trade refers to a long-term process going back to the mid nineteenth
century. This first stage took place in the context of nation-state sovereignty and control.
It refers to an interconnection of relatively distinct national economies in which
sovereignty was still predominantly relegated to the nation state. But a second stage
manifest in a different structure is evolving, something new is taking place. "Globalization
in its radical sense should be taken to mean the development of a new economic structure,
and not just conjectural change toward greater international trade and investment within
an existing set of economic relations".

While it is arguable that an overall consensus-conception of the globalization now
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taking place still eludes us, there are still some specific aspects of globalization that might
be agreed upon. One aspect of apparent agreement relates to the fact that the
phenomenon entails a great complexity. Globalization entails not simply the economic
process and free markets in relation to trade and competitiveness. Globalization is also
related and relevant to jobs, the quality of life, ecological concerns, MNC power, nation-
state sovereignty and survival, human rights and needs, and on.

Such a complexity embraces not simply the economic but also relates to the so-called
"noneconomic" in terms of social, political and cultural dimensions. Consequently,
relevant analysis and theory obviously require an interdisciplinary conception of the
globalization process. The scientific conception which deals with such a complexity of
interrelated disciplines, resides in the anthropological conception of culture better known
as "that complex whole". It is the anthropological conception of culture which serves as
an interdisciplinary blender. Globalization constitutes a current manifestation of the
ongoing dynamics of general culture diffusion. This evolutionary process appears over
time in a variety of forms and structures. In this context, international trade as an agency
of this dynamic serves as an "umbilical cord of culture diffusion”.

Globalization encompasses a spread of the complex dynamics of general culture
evolution and diffusion on a global scale. But relevant to culture evolution, economics
and the processes of globalization, what is meant by a dynamic process? Dynamic
economic analysis entails a metamorphosis as a process of structural transformation. But
transformation and changes of what? "The major preoccupation of dynamic economics is
the study of changes in social phenomenon..." and which is basically related to "... the
technological elements in the economic system". This conception of a dynamic economic
analysis coincides with Myrdal's** conception of economic development as the "
movement upward of the entire social system". And again, it is culture as "that complex
whole" which conceptually comprises the entire social system. Culture evolves in a
dynamic mold of structural transformation, as a sequential process, in which one "S"
curve is superimposed on the next as a series of "logistic surges". The growth process
relates to quantitative increases within a given structure. Development as an
evolutionary process relates to the dynamics of structural transformation in a sequential
pattern of "S" curves and/or as "logistic surges", as one structure gives rise to the next.

From a very long-term perspective, trade even on a multilateral basis has impacted
various parts of the world and promoted culture diffusion. Primitive cultures
(civilizations) of antiquity, the city states of the past, the Vikings, and on, all spread and
diffused culture via a trading process. But globalization as an integrated network
involving "... the trade balances of almost all countries so as to constitute a world wide
orbit, is a formation of only about three generations old".

Our concern relates to the epoch of modern economic growth which has experienced
two major stages in the evolving network of global trade. The first stage had its origins
during the 1870s and the second during the post-Second World War era. In the early stages
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of economic evolution and development, the scope for trade was limited. Trade in the
early stages of cultural evolution affected local or regional areas. International trade as
trade among nation states could not have taken place, in that nation states were
nonexistent. The nation state as such, and relevant to international trade, came into being
during the stage known as the Commercial Revolution (1350-1750).

And while ships did roam and trade globally, and served as pre-conditions in the
evolution of capitalism and modern economic growth, the trade which took place during
the period of mercantilism obviously did not constitute an integrated or interdependent
global network. The internationalization of national economies on a multilateral and
global basis awaited the advent of the Industrial Revolution and had its origins during the
1870s. The multilateral trading which evolved during the nineteenth century, took place
during the "scientific epoch”, which Kuznets called industrialism or an industrial system,
as the dynamics of modern economic growth, "... a concept used to designate a wide
application of knowledge, based on empirical science to the problem of economic and
social technology ... the industrial system dates from one and a half to two centuries
ago".” And it was during this period, delineated as the "great divide", that "The Genesis
of the Current Global Economic System" took place.

The two basic stages which internationalized nations into a global economy took place
during the stage of economic development known as modern economic growth. The first
structure or stage was in the form of a multilateral trading system which had its origins
circa 1870s, and the second marked by the Bretton Woods era. An empirical study, The
Network of World Trade, delineated the global economy in terms of a multilateral trading
system. And while trilateral or multilateral trade as such "... is likely to have existed from
the time when trade advanced beyond the stage of barter ..." such trade did not constitute
a global network.?®

However, a multilateral trading system embracing the global economy, and as
international trade embracing nation states, had its origins in the late nineteenth century
during the 1870s. A multilateral system of balances, nurturing global interdependence,
evolved on a regional and national basis. The USA had a deficit with the tropics, which
were covered with surpluses elsewhere. The UK (non-continental Europe) had a surplus
with the tropics which in turn covered deficits elsewhere. And in this manner trade
balances were interconnected functioning overall as a global multilateral trading system.

Analogous to the "unfolding of a fan" as time passed more and more nations became
a part of the overall system. The center or hub of the evolving wheel of interdependence
resided in Europe the World's Banker 1870-1914. And in this center the UK assumed a
hegemonic role, especially in the context of the international gold standard. The
international gold standard provided the financial glue which held it all together.

That glue turned to water when trade and capital flows deteriorated between the UK
and the tropics. This development which "short-circuited" the system took place during
the early 1930s. With the demise of the international gold standard in 1931, the system
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"disintegrated".?’” Hardly any aspect of a modern economy would not be affected by the
ensuing collapse of such an interdependent network of trade, all of which interconnected
to the Great Depression.

The next stage of internationalization took place during the post-Second World War
era. In the immediate post-Second World War period, Bretton Woods served to
rejuvenate and reconstruct the collapsed nineteenth century system of global trade. The
institutional adjustments which took place appeared as a trilogy in the forms of the IMF,
GATT and the IBR&D. Again the system was to be predicated on nation states as the
basic building blocks of the new system, though taking account of Article XXIV of GATT
of Europe's needs for regional integration. And GATT in turn was transformed into the
WTO which now comprises the global trading organization of the current period.

The statistics appear to indicate the success of the current stage of globalization now
taking place. Economic growth has increased during the period. But trade increased at
faster rates and private foreign direct investment increased at rates even faster than both
economic growth and trade.

5.1 Consumers and economical globalization

Globalization refers to the processes by which the world is being made into a single
place with systemic properties. Yet, it is often said without evidence that globalization has
resulted in homogenization in buying behavior across the countries. Massive waves to
deregulation and free trade have created a new environment for consumers all over the
globe wherein the purchase of a foreign product becomes easier than ever before. On the
other hand, a counter argument has emerged to the globalization in culture of
consumption. For instance, Belk argues that the growing globalism has energized debate
as well as resistance including localism, ethnogenesis, and neo-nationalism.

While globalization is sometimes perceived as a word synonymous with the
integration of the world economy, it generally means the long-term effort to integrate the
global dimensions of life into each nation's economics, politics, and cultural systems.
Economic globalization, the first step of globalization, leads to political and cultural
globalization, and finally involves a psychological process, a spiritual process, a process
of deepening consciousness and increasing sensitivity to other people and cultures. Thus,
people globalized to the full extent may be open to other cultures. They may be interested
in other cultures, aware of much knowledge about individual nations, sensitive to different
points of view based on other cultures. People's globalized mind-sets are the
consequences of successful globalization processes in a culture. That is, consumers'
cultivated openness to foreign cultures (globalized mind-sets) is incorporated in the model
as indirectly affecting reluctance to buy foreign products by decreasing the level of their
ethnocentric tendencies.

Given that global consumers are considered to be individuals whose cultural and
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national differences do not affect their buying behavior, it is reasonable to assume that as
the level of importance that an individual attaches to ethnocentric tendencies decreases,
the more that individual could be viewed as a globally open consumer.”® However, the
results from previous empirical studies are not consistent. While Sharma found that
"cultural openness" was negatively related to consumer ethnocentric tendencies, and
Crawford and Lamb also found that "worldmindedness" positively affected professional
buyers' willingness to buy foreign products, other recent studies failed to generally
support the concept of the global consumer.

The conflicting results may be due to the following two reasons. First, globalization
processes affecting global mind-sets of consumers vary culture by culture. The unique
culture and psychology of a particular country may determine the distinctive
characteristics of the processes and consequences of globalization of the country. As a
result, global mind-sets of consumers are in a sense independent from the level of
economic globalization. For example, in Korea where globalization has been mainly
achieved through the government's intervention and coordination in a collectivist
manner, consumers' global mind-sets might be less effective in making consumers open to
foreign-made products although their self-conscious level of globalization would be
relatively high. On the other hand, US consumers who have been globalized mainly
through their own experiences and self-awakening in an individualistic way may show
decreased ethnocentric tendencies for foreign products. Internationalism does not appear
to have an impact on consumer ethnocentrism either in the two developing nations:
Turkey or the Czech Republic. Second, a measurement issue matters in the various
results. An instrument that can validly measure a global mind-set cultivated by
globalization needs to be developed to prove the presence of global-minded consumers
and the reason for their emergence. It might be distinctive from the traditional ones
measuring either a "psychological predisposition" with which consumers are open to
foreign cultures or a "political worldview" favoring internationalism with or without the
impact of globalization.

Reflecting these discussions so as to go forward from the conflicting results of the
previous studies, the present study adopts "global openness”, the construct incorporating
the impact of globalization and thus reflecting a self-conscious level of globalization as a
process of deepening consciousness and increasing sensitivity to other people and
cultures. Based on this measure, presented is a set of hypotheses based on the argument
that the trend of "global homogenization" resulting from globalization and the trend of
"local ethnocentrism", old or new, will compete with each other and make the dynamics
in modern consumers' buying behavior in a particular cultural and social environment.
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6. Conclusion

Transformation into a global organization offers many challenges and issues for the
leadership. Globalization is changing everything from lifestyles and management
practices to consumer patterns and workforce composition. The arguments both for and
against globalization have appeared. The expectation is that increased globalization will
reduce the income gaps between rich and poor nations and their peoples; will encourage
more knowledge job formation; will build on local culture and needs in sharing power and
control. Yet a world of free trade should benefit both humanity and nature.

Globalization calls for leadership in both the renewal of cultures and institutions. Thus,
the global organization seeks better information distribution and knowledge management
within the context of greater diversity and synergy. To serve the global marketplace
better, its leaders need to adopt a macro view of its activities, possess cross-cultural skills,
and be competent in strategic planning.

In the new world order, competition for markets has intensified. Long-term firm
success and lasting superiority in the market is requiring more than a single competitive
advantage of cost, quality or delivery. Future performance of a firm or even survival is
not assured by either current size or performance. What seems necessary in the new
globalized business environment is forward looking dynamism, swift strategic responses,
operational flexibility, sustained effort, high level of energy, and continuous renewal.
Hence, in the new world order, businesses have to develop and manage people who can
think, lead and act from a broader or "global" perspective. This global perspective or
mindset creates a capacity in the managerial ranks to turn threats into opportunities; to
motivate people not just to survive, but to excel, to take innovations to the market place
at an increasingly faster pace; to operate through use of teams; and to take advantage of
diversity within and without.

To sum up, economic globalization and financial integration can and must represent a
great opportunity to produce positive effects, in particular for the reduction of the gap
between the rich and the poor, so long as we persevere in ensuring that within the context
of institutional, supranational rules, economic bodies, and markets are free to move
autonomously for the effective development of each human person and of the whole
human person.
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Abstract

The path towards potential accession of Turkey into the EU will be long and rough. The
biggest obstacles (apart from socio- political) for Turkey’s accession are associated with the
country’s agricultural sector. Despite its long relation with the EU, the progress of the
negotiations for a potential accession has been minimal, and it was substantially initiated at
the end of 2005. This paper intends to trace the effects of the potential incorporation of the
country’s agricultural markets and products into the EU, as well as, the alternative possibilities
that are offered to Turkey’s agricultural policy towards that direction, using a simulation
model. The model compares scenarios of the effects between the agricultural sector and the
CAP before and after the accession of Turkey into the EU. Is this incorporation a threat to the
fundamental construction of the Europe? What will the consequences to the CAP and the
problematic financing of CMO as a result of Turkey’s accession?

Abstract

Within the common framework of the Third Community Support Programme (2000-
2006) and the Regional Operational Programme (ROP) for Central Macedonia, several
integrated interventions were co-financed for the urban development of small scale local
zones. This article is an attempt to examine the policies of the EU for the urban
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development and the related literature; it presents the context and the objectives of the
above mentioned programme for Central Macedonia (ROP) and specifically focuses on
the operational planning for sustainable urban development of the coastal residential
zone in the Municipality of Thermaikos.

By the European Spatial Development Perspective (ESDP), the EU launched a
coordinated long-term campaign for the promotion and implementation of sustainable
development. The integrated strategies for development or reconstruction aim at the
welfare and the development of employment in urban areas, the support of social
integration, the protection of urban environment and ecosystems as well as human health,
and finally put emphasis on an effort towards a more effective urban and district
administration. Earlier scientific studies have claimed that the excessive increase in the
size of urban areas contradicts the theory of ‘optimal city size’, which suggests that the
benefits of built-up suburban areas are devitalized as the physical or natural boundaries of
an urban area extend and that the medium size cities can extend up to the point where
their marginal benefits, which are related to their natural dimensions, exceed the marginal
local costs. Consequently, the more the urban areas extend, the lower the level of
environmental quality. However, more recent surveys suggest that, fortunately, a balance
of the needs for economic development and the needs for conservation of the ecosystem
is possible to achieve despite the existing dimension between economic and sustainable
development.

During organizing the interventions for urban development on small scale local zones,
which were actualized by Central Macedonia Operational Programmes (ROP) acting
within the 3" Community Support Framework (2000-2006), emphasis was put on small
scale urban zones where the vicinity is particularly downgraded and there is an excessive
agglomeration of disadvantaged social groups. For such areas which reflect an image of
urban decay in terms of environmental, economic and social aspects, plans were
promoted for a "holistic" approach towards their development aiming to ensure terms and
conditions for "sustainable urban development".

The "Urban Development Planning for the coastal residential zone of Perea and Neoi
Epivates in the Municipality of Thermaikos" was planned and materialized within the
framework of the above mentioned programme for Central Macedonia (ROP). The
selected area for intervention apparently met the criteria and requirements to be included
in the interventions organized by the Central Macedonia ROP as an area in a state of
urban decadence as depicted by the urban satellite, showing significant lack of technical
constructions, complete deficiency in social support patterns and absolute absence of
structures for the support of the local entrepreneurship and the overall commercial
activity for economic growth.

The methodology applied in advance included two primary surveys which were
conducted on a sample of representative households and on the total of business and
enterprises in the area of intervention as well as several dialogue processes with the
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participation of every local part and all partners involved in this operation. The results
and conclusions drown following methodology contributed to an overall evaluation of the
advisability for the operation, verifying the maturing of planning consideration and
necessitating the implementation of the operational project.

The main objective of the project was the improvement of terms and conditions for
the development of the area in four sectors: technical constructions, urban surface, city
functional facilities, and manpower. A substantial effort was made to deal with most
elements leading to former degrading situation most effectively with the combining of
interventions through multi-sectoral actions. More particularly, goals to be accomplished
were, to improve technical structures, to take advantage of the natural element of the sea
front and exploit it to the local benefit including it in the city functions, to activate and
motivate human resources for the expansion of local labour market and the improvement
of the local conditions for financial viability and, last but not least, cope with phenomena
of social exclusion. Materializing the project and while works were in progress, there were
new workplaces offered and at the same time many people, mainly among the socially
disadvantaged, benefited from social support actions of the operational plan. The ultimate
conclusion drown after the procedures and implementation of the operational plans was
that, despite the lack of means and manpower, the small Municipalities have the ability
and potentials to plan, substantiate and materialize complex, multi-sectoral interventions
of integrated development in pursue of an improved quality of local life creating
appropriate conditions for sustainable development. Additionally, the work done is
asserted to have laid the foundations for an integrated urban development along the entire
extent of the coastal zone in Municipality of Thermaikos, financed by ESPA 2007-2013 in
the framework of a respective integrated project.

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Abstract

The term educational system refers to a set of organizational and administrative
structures, procedures, means and methods used by a given society to give its members a
systematic education, to maintain the social structures and values which ensure social
continuity and cohesion. The Greek public educational system is structured on such a
conceptual basis. It consists of a set of elements such as teachers, school buildings,
curricula etc. which continuously interact with other systems (e.g. the economy) and
superstructures (e.g. social and political) for the implementation of the educational aims.

The organizational and administrative structure of the Greek public educational
system is characterized by intense centralization and bureaucracy which is a just a bad
reflection of the general bureaucratic system. Centralization and bureaucracy lead mainly
to limitation of action and initiative of the public system and the abandonment of the
educational objectives. This proposal shows the theoretical and critical aspect of the
organizational and administrative structure of the Greek public educational system, which
must be inspired by pedagogical and anthropocentric spirit, flexibility and adaptation in
order to go along with the contemporary existing needs and traditional values.

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Aims and Scope of the Scientific Journal

Journal of Applied Research Review (JARR), the official journal of the Technological Education In-
stitute of Piraeus, is devoted to the presentation of properly judged (two referees, usually) original pa-
pers. Papers in the areas of Engineering, Physics, Mathematics, Arts, Social Sciences and Humanities
handing in any way administrative, economic, historical, and political aspects are welcome. Main aims
of JARR are to provide a scientific understanding of novel results or analysis, and to serve as a source of
information on research and development in these fields. The JARR is published in two volumes, Volume
I includes papers from Sciences and Technology in the area of Enginering and Volume II includes papers
in the area of Economics, Business Social Sciences and Education.

Instructions for Authors

JARR welcomes manuscripts, not preniously published in any other journal, written in Greek, or
English (authors of articles written in English whose native tongue is not English are advised to have their
manuscripts edited by someone skilled in English prior to submission). An acceptable manuscript must
reflect a thorough knowledge and review of the relevant literature indicated by references to prior pub-
lications, or presentations.

Manuscripts must be submitted in the format outlined below. Originally, Three (3) copies must be
delivered to the Editorial Office (Journal of Applied Research, TEI of Piraeus, 250 Thinon & P. Ralli
Avenue, 12244 Aegaleo, Greece). After approval and within a 3month period from official notification
of acceptance, three (3) revised copies are delivered to the Editorial Office accompanied by a CD-
ROM containing an identical copy of the manuscript (Weord97 or later), as well as oll illustration and cap-
tion files. Note that unless requested at submission, the Editorial Office will not return the original manu-
scripts, or disks to the authors at any stage of the process. Every submitted manuscript must be accom-
panied by a covering letter stating that the manuscript neither has been published in nor submitted to a
journal preniously. In addition, a short C.V. of the authors involved is welcome at submission.

Manuscript Format

» Manuscript Layout. All copies of the manuscript must be double-spaced, single-column, on one side of
A4 white sheets of paper, leaving ample left and right margins, preferably using 12 pts Times New Roman
characters on main text (smaller size for Affiliation, Abstract, key words and captions, accordingly).
Maximum manuscript lenght should be kept at less than 20 pages (all pages numbered consecutively) in-
cluding diagrams, references and tables, with text not exceeding 6500 words. The structare of typed man-
uscript must follow the order: Title, Authors (s), Affiliations, Abstract, Key words, Text, Acknowledge-
ments, Appendix, References, Illustrations, Captions.

» Units of Measure, Mathematical symbols and Formulae. Authors of technical papers are strongly
advised to use S.I. units throughout their work, providing alternate units in parentheses for convenience,
when necessary. When writing fractions, pleace use negative exponents rather than the fraction sign/ and
leave space between symbols, e.g. ms~!, not ms~! or m/s. Where showing roots, the radical sign should
be avoided. To indicate roots, use positive (or negative) exponents, accordingly. Formulae should be
composed carefully and with the utmost economy. Numbers that identify equations should be placed at
the right-hand margin in parentheses. All symbols used (mathematical, or otherwise) are to be explained
in the text. In equations, all (dimensional) figures are to be given with units.
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« Title, Author’s names and Affiliation. Title should be informative, short and precise in describing the
full article. Avoid chemical formulae in title. If the paper covers a specific location, this should usually be
mentioned in the title. The affiliation should be as concise as possible, including complete mailing ad-
dress, corresponding author’s telephone and fax numbers. and e-mail address (if available). When more
than one affiliation (co-authors), please use superscript (), @, etc after each co-author’s name. In addi-
tion, the corresponding author’s name is to be identified by underlining the surname.

« Abstract. An abstract not exceeding 250 words is required at the beginning of each paper. Abstracts
should be complete in themselves giving all main points of the paper, without repeating title, or making
reference citations, but summarizing conclusions/ results obtained, or method(s) used.

» Key words. Include five or six key words (avoid words used in the title) illustrating substantial points
or features in the work.

« Text. Text in the manuscript is to be divided into sections, each section with a separate heading bold
typed on a line of its own, numbered consecutively. The first section should be an Introduction. Intro-
duction offers a scientific background by going throught the literature review, and indicating the rea-
sons for making the paper by explaining and (or) defending how the particular work is an advance on
previous effocts. Subsections, when needed, should bear the section number followed by the consecutive
subsection number, the two separated by a dot. A final section title Conclusions (or Concluding Re-
marks) must be included at the end of the text. When writing in electronic form, only Word97 files (or
later versions) are acceptable. Mathematical equations, in the proper character size and appearance,
should be written using the MS Equation Editor (available to all Word versions).

« Acknowledgements. Any provisional funding, and or help granted, if there are any, should be men-
tioned in this separate paragraph placed right after the main text.

« Appendixes. Lengthy mathematical analyses, items of interest only to specialists, model formulations,
or other material that are subordinate to the main theme of the article should normally be put into one
or more appendices titled accordingly A, B, etc. Equations, Figures, and Tables in the appendix A are la-
beted and numbered consecutively, (i. e. Eqt. (A4), Fig. A1, Table A, etc.).

» References. All articles cited in the text should be presented in a list of references following the Ap-
pendix (if there is one), or otherwise right after the main text of the manuscript. References shown in
the References List should be arranged alphabetically by author’s last name. Before submitting their
manuscript, authors should compare text citations with bibliographic listings shown under the “Refer-
ences List” section to ensure completeness. Also, manuscript should be carefully checked to ensure that
the spelling of author’s names and dates are correct and in agreement in the text as well as in the Refer-
ences List. Journal title abbreviations given in the References List must follow those given in the World
List of Scintific Periodicals, 4™ Edition. In general, references should be given in the following form:

Where cited in the text

— Thompson (1990), or (Thompson, 1990), if only one author.

— Thompson and Clog (1996), or (Thompson and Clog, 1996), if two authors.

— Thompson et al. (1997), or (Thompson et al., 1997), if more than two authors.

— Thompson, 1990; Thompson and Clog, 1996; Thompson et al., 1997), if two or more references are
cited together.

— (Thompson, 1990a; 1990b), if two (or more) same author articles published the same year are cited
together.
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Where listed in the References List

1. Journal article. Author’s name(s), initials, (year of publication), title, full periodical title name, vol-
ume number/issue number, and inclusive page numbers. For example:
Thompson D.C., Clog R., and Batman A.Q., (1997). Global and diffuse solar irradiance models. Solar
Energy, 23/5,208-216.

2. Book. Author’s name(s), initials, (year of publication), Title, inclusive page numbers, Edition, pub-
lisher’s name and location. For example:
Duffie J.A., and Beckman W.A. (1991), Solar Engineering of Thermal Processes, pp. 68-83, 2" Edi-
tion, Wiley Interscience, N.Y.

3. Conference article. Author’s name(s), initials, (year of Conference), title, volume of Proceedings,
Editor(s), inclusive page numbers, location. For example:
Marble D.G. (1987). U.V.-B induced human tissue disorders. In Proceedings of Solar Energy World
Congress, Homested H. and Elbow K. (Eds), pp. 1256-125, Ithaki, Greece.

« Illustrations (Tables, Pictures, Figures, Drawings). All illustrations shown must be referred to in
the text. They are included in the text following the References List. Each illustration should be provid-
ed as a separate electronic file (in a floppy, or CD-ROM), and as a good quality print out hardcopy
(one illustration per page A4) placed right after the References List. Only PCX, JPG, CIF, XLS, TIF,
ORG, CDR electronic files for drawings, charts, or pictures can be accepted. Make sure that the physical
dimensions of each illustration provided are appropriate for the dimensions of the JARR page. Illustra-
tions should be numbered according to their sequence in the text using appropriate naming convention
and must be accompanied by a suitable caption, e.g. Fig. 1. Model simulation results vs. measurements
of daily diffuse solar irradiance.

« Captions. Illustrations and Tables must have a caption. Captions are numbered consecutively for each
category and they are placed in the manuscript following Illustrations. In addition, they are provided in
electronic form in floppy disk, or a CD-ROM as separate (Word97 or later) files.

« Initial Manuscript Submission Supporting Material. Manuscripts presenting particular and (or)
lengthy modeling studies should be accompanied at the refereeing stage (initial submission) by copies of
relevant supporting material e.g. internal reports, items in press, etc.

* Revised Manuscript Submission Procedure. Within a period of three (3) months after receiving
referee notes regarding the submitted paper, followed by the necessary interventions (additions, cuts, al-
terations, corrections), authors are to turn in three (3) copies of the revised manuscript, plus a floppy
disk (or CD-ROM) with all files. Highlight and indicate all interventions performed on the 3 submitted
manuscripts. Please, make sure that a brief letter/note is included and delivered with the rest of the
package expressing corresponding author’s response/conformation to the referee’s comments.
